JUSTIFICATION:

Request is made to approve a Purchase Order for $66,497.54 to National Grid of Albany,
New York. Due undermining of the Airport interior perimeter road, a storm drainage pipe
was found to be falling apart. Airfield Maintenance was attempting to excavate to the top of
the pipe to make temporary repairs to maintain the roadway until weather conditions allowed
for replacement of the pipe. While removing the soil from atop the pipe, the excavator hit a
National Grid electrical feed to the Air Guard facility, which resulted in a power outage for
that facility. National Grid made the necessary repairs (temporary) to re-energize the Air
Guard. Since then National Grid has submitted a proposal to make permanent repairs and
move the power line out of the way to allow Air Field maintenance to replace the drainage
pipe safely.

Enclosed please find an Electric Service Proposal for your request to relocate the National Grid
facilities as described below:

Install two URG splice boxes, cut the pavement, excavate a 50-fool trench, and place two 4-inch
PVC conduits, encasing them in concrete. Additionally, install approximately 50 feet of three-
phase underground primary cable, splicing the cables, and removing the old cable at 845
Waterviiet Shaker Rd, Latham, NY 12110.

This project falls under PSC No. 220 Tariff Rule 28.1. Rule 28.1 requires that the customer pay
all costs associated with the project. Under this rule, there is an estimated cost to you in the
amount of $66,497.54.

NOTE: If you have an applicable tax exemption certificate, please forward along with
this signed proposal.

If this Proposal is acceptable, please sign and return this letter. Upon receipt of your acceptance,
you will be billed under separate cover in the amount of $66,497.54. This estimate is valid for 90
days from the date of this letter.
