Airport Operating Revenues 
Monthly operating revenues increased approximately 
$615K from the same month the prior year.    YTD 
operating revenues increased approximately $5,072K 
over the same time period the prior year. 
 
Airport Operating Expenses 
Monthly operating expenses were approximately 
$2,885K and $2,491K for 2024 and 2023, respectively.    
YTD operating expenses were $28,952K and $23,535K 
for 2024 and 2023, respectively. 
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AIRPORT OPERATING BUDGET 
 
Monthly airport operating revenues were favorable 
to budget by approximately $517K, due in large part 
to Passenger Airline Landing and Terminal Space 
Rental fees.  Monthly airport operating expenses 
compared to budget were favorable by 
approximately $424K. 
 
YTD airport operating revenues were favorable to 
budget by approximately $3,500K.  YTD airport 
operating expense were favorable by approximately 
$821K.

The FBO had operating profits of approximately 
$270K and $1,830K, for the month and year-to-date, 
respectively, both favorable as compared to the 
budget. 
 
Monthly FBO operating revenues were unfavorable 
to budget by approximately $100K.  Monthly FBO 
COGS (cost of goods sold-fuel) compared to budget 
were favorable by approximately $140K.  Monthly 
FBO operating expenses compared to budget were 
favorable by approximately $29K. 
   
YTD FBO operating revenues were unfavorable to 
budget by approximately $165K, due to deicing 
services.  YTD FBO COGS (cost of goods sold-fuel) 
compared to budget were favorable by 
approximately $336K.  YTD FBO operating expenses 
compared to budget were unfavorable by 
approximately $150K.

3. SUMMARY OF TEST METHOD 

3.1 Introduction 

The test utilizes an adapted test support having 4.0 mm (0.16 inch) inside diameter small glass 
test tubes filled with ice. After equilibration to the desired temperature, a known volume of dyed­
liquid runway deicing/anti-icing chemical is discharged onto the ice surface and penetration 
commences (see Figure 1 ). At specified time intervals, the length of penetration is measured.

If any Siemens Permit (or application therefor) requires 
action by Buyer, Buyer shall, upon the request of Siemens, take such action as is reasonably appropriate.   

2.5 Siemens’ Labor.   

Siemens shall be responsible for the conduct and deeds of its labor and its Subcontractor’s labor in the performance of 
the Work under this Agreement.  However, Siemens shall not interfere with any members of any police, military or 
security force in the execution of their duties. 
2.6 Safety  

Siemens may suspend its performance of the Work at the Project Site, if, in the reasonable opinion of Siemens, based 
upon industry standards and Siemens’ applicable safety programs, conditions at the 
Project Site for which Siemens is not responsible become unsafe for the continued performance of the Work and such 
conditions are not rectified by Buyer immediately.  Siemens shall resume its performance of the Work promptly after 
the unsafe conditions are rectified by Buyer.  Siemens shall be entitled to a Scope Change Order to compensate Siemens 
for the increased cost of its performance and/or schedule delay resulting from such suspension of the Work.   

ARTICLE 3 
SUBCONTRACTORS 

Buyer acknowledges that Siemens intends to have portions of the Work performed by Subcontractors qualified to 
perform such Work pursuant to written subcontracts between Siemens and such Subcontractors.  No contractual 
relationship shall exist between Buyer and any Subcontractor with respect to the Work.  Siemens shall not have any 
responsibility, duty or authority to direct, supervise or oversee any contractors of Buyer, or their work, or to provide the 
means, methods or sequence of their work or to stop their work.   

ARTICLE 4 
CONTRACT PRICE AND PAYMENTS TO SIEMENS 

4.1 Contract Price and Payment.   

The total Contract Price is as set forth and defined more specifically in the Proposal.  Buyer shall pay the total Contract 
Price to Siemens in accordance with the Proposal.  Each payment, except for the initial payment, shall be made by wire 
transfer, pursuant to wire transfer instructions to be provided by Siemens to Buyer, within thirty (30) days from the 
date of the Siemens invoice therefor or by such other payment method acceptable to Siemens. 
The Contract Price is based upon Buyer performing its obligations set forth in this Agreement.  
The Contract Price, schedule, warranty and guarantee obligations are based upon unrestricted working hours at, and 
free access seven (7) days a week, twenty-four (24) hours a day, to the Project Site, including free access to any 
components requiring assembly by Siemens as part of Siemens’ scope of Work.  
4.2 Taxes.   
The Contract Price does not include, and Buyer agrees to reimburse Siemens for, any Import Duties levied upon the 
Equipment, or any federal, state, or local (other than net income taxes imposed on Siemens) property, license, privilege, 
sales, use, excise, value added, gross receipts (including any business, occupation or similar taxes) and/or transactional 
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taxes now or hereafter applicable to, measured by, or imposed upon or with respect to the transaction, the Equipment 

or their sale, their value or their use, or any services performed in connection therewith  
Should Buyer be exempt from any sales and/or use taxes, it shall provide Siemens with valid exemption documentation 
upon the Effective Date of the Agreement for the State(s) in which the delivery of the Equipment shall take place.  

Siemens shall not collect sales and/or use taxes from Buyer if Siemens is provided such valid exemption documentation 
for its files. 
4.3 Disputed Invoices.   

If there is any dispute about any amount invoiced by Siemens, the amount not in dispute shall be promptly paid and any 
disputed amount that is ultimately determined to have been payable shall be paid with interest calculated at the rate of 
one and one-half percent (1.5%) per month, limited by the maximum rate permitted by Applicable Law.  The date of the 
original invoice on which there was a disputed amount shall determine the date upon which the disputed amount first 
became due and payable, irrespective of whether any subsequent invoice is issued or reissued in connection with the 
resolution and payment of the disputed amount. 

ARTICLE 5 BUYER’S RESPONSIBILITIES 

5.1 Buyer shall, at its own cost, do the following:   
(a) Designate a contact person with authority to make decisions for the Buyer regarding the Work and provide Siemens 
with information sufficient to contact such person in an emergency; 
b) Coordinate the work of contractors under Buyer’s sole control so as not to disrupt the Work  proceeding in an 
efficient manner; 
(c) Provide or arrange for 24-hour, 7-day per week access and make all reasonable provisions for Siemens to enter 
any Project Site where Work is to be performed so that Work may proceed in an efficient manner; 

(d) Provide for security for all components of the Work, materials, supplies, other equipment required to assemble, 
erect, install and commission the Work, and any other property owned or leased by Buyer, Siemens or any of its 
Subcontractors located at the Project Site;  

(e) Permit Siemens to control and/or operate all building controls, systems, apparatus, equipment and machinery 
necessary to perform the Work; 

(f) Furnish Siemens with blueprints, surveys, legal descriptions, waste management plans and all other available 
information pertinent to the Work and any Project Site where the Work is to be performed as may be reasonably 
requested by Siemens; 

(g) Furnish Siemens with all approvals, permits and consents from Governmental Authorities and others as may be 
required for performance of the Work, except for Siemens Permits; 

(h) Comply with Applicable Law and provide any notices required to be given to any Governmental Authority in 
connection with the Work, except such notices Siemens has expressly agreed in writing to give; 

(i) Furnish Siemens with any contingency plans, safety programs and other policies, plans or programs related to any 
Project Site where the Work is to be performed; and 

(j) Provide and maintain at the Project Site: (1) suitable electrical service, including clean, stable, properly conditioned 
power, to all Equipment; (2) telephone lines, capacity and connectivity as required by such Equipment; and (3) heat, light, 
air conditioning or other environmental controls, and other utilities in accordance with the specifications for the 
Equipment.  

5.2. Export Import Compliance.   

Buyer acknowledges that Siemens is required to comply with applicable export / import laws and regulations relating to 
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the sale, export, import, transfer, assignment, disposal and use of the Equipment, including any export / import license 

requirements.  Buyer agrees that Equipment will not at any time directly or indirectly be used, exported, imported, sold, 
transferred, assigned or otherwise disposed of in a manner which will result in non-compliance with any export / import 
laws and regulations.  Siemens’ continuing performance hereunder is conditioned on compliance with such export / 
import laws and regulations at all times. 

ARTICLE 6 
HAZARDOUS MATERIALS 
 
Prior to any Work being conducted at the Project Site, Buyer shall: (a) identify to Siemens the presence, location and 
quantity of ACM at the Project Site; and (b) either certify that the work area associated with Siemens’ scope of Work is 
free of ACM or take such action as may be required under Environmental Laws to abate the ACM and, thereafter, certify 
that the work area associated with Siemens’ scope of Work is free of ACM.  Siemens makes no representation that it is 
licensed to abate ACM and shall not be obligated to install, disturb, handle, or remove any ACM.   
Buyer represents and warrants that, prior to the execution of this Agreement, Buyer has notified Siemens in writing of 
any and all Hazardous Materials known to be present on the Project Site and has: (a) expressly identified the nature and 
location of such Hazardous Materials to Siemens, including the provision of a map identifying the same; and (b) 
provided a copy of any Project Site policies related to such pre-existing Hazardous Materials, including, without 
limitation, material safety data sheets, chemical hygiene plans, laboratory procedures, or other items covered or 
required to be disclosed or maintained pursuant to applicable Environmental Laws. 
The Work does not include, either directly or indirectly, performing or arranging for the detection, monitoring, handling, 
storage, removal, transportation, disposal, or treatment of Hazardous Materials.  If any Hazardous Materials, including 
ACM, are encountered at the Project Site, Siemens shall immediately stop all Work in the affected area and report the 
condition to Buyer.  Buyer shall promptly, in accordance with all applicable Environmental Laws and at its sole cost and 
expense, remove or render harmless, or take other actions as may be necessary to remediate the hazards associated 
with any such Hazardous Material, including, without limitation, signing and listing Buyer (or the appropriate Buyer 
Party) as the generator of the Hazardous Materials on any waste manifest that may be required by Environmental Laws.  
Siemens’ Work in the affected area shall not be resumed until Buyer has complied with the foregoing obligations.   If the 
existence and remedying of Hazardous Materials at the Project Site results in an increase in Siemens’ costs and/or 
impacts Siemens’ ability to meet its obligations, guarantees, or the Work Schedule under the Agreement, Siemens shall 
be entitled to a Scope Change Order in accordance with the applicable provisions of Article 8, increasing the Contract 
Price and providing an equitable extension of the Work Schedule and other provisions of the Agreement affected 
thereby or otherwise affected by Buyer’s noncompliance, commensurate with the time reasonably required to 
overcome such delay and added cost, including without limitation, overtime charges for labor and equipment.    
Buyer, on behalf of itself, all Buyer Parties, and the predecessors and successors in interest, insurers, and assigns of 
each of them, shall defend, release, indemnify and hold harmless Siemens, all Siemens Parties and the successors and 
assigns of each of them from and against any and all liability arising under Environmental Laws or as a result of any 
Hazardous Materials at or any environmental condition of the Project Site, including, without limitation, fines and 
penalties, reasonable fees for attorneys, consultants or other professionals, and the costs of reporting, investigation, 
monitoring, containment, cleanup, storage, disposal, transportation and any other remedial actions arising under 
applicable Environmental Laws that are incurred by any Indemnitee hereunder for and as a result of: (i) death or bodily 
injury to any person, (ii) destruction or damage to any property, (iii) contamination of or adverse effects on the 
environment, including a Release of any kind, (iv) any violation by Buyer or any Buyer Party of Environmental Laws, 
and/or (v) a breach by Buyer or any Buyer Party of any legal duty arising under applicable Environmental Laws or any 
obligations under the environmental provisions of this Agreement.  This release and indemnity shall survive the 
termination or expiration of this Agreement and shall be construed as broadly as possible under applicable 
Environmental Laws.

INDEMNITY OR ANY OTHER LEGAL OR EQUITABLE THEORY, FOR: LOSS OF USE, REVENUE, SAVINGS, PROFIT, INTEREST, 

GOODWILL OR OPPORTUNITY, COSTS OF CAPITAL, COSTS OF REPLACEMENT OR SUBSTITUTE USE OR PERFORMANCE, 
LOSS OF INFORMATION AND DATA, LOSS OF POWER, VOLTAGE IRREGULARITIES OR FREQUENCY 
FLUCTUATION, CLAIMS ARISING FROM THE OTHER PARTY’S THIRD PARTY CONTRACTS, OR FOR ANY TYPE OF INDIRECT, 
SPECIAL, LIQUIDATED, PUNITIVE, EXEMPLARY, COLLATERAL, INCIDENTAL OR CONSEQUENTIAL DAMAGES, OR FOR ANY 
OTHER LOSS OR COST OF A SIMILAR TYPE. 
SIEMENS’ MAXIMUM LIABILITY UNDER THIS AGREEMENT IS THE ACTUAL PURCHASE PRICE RECEIVED BY SIEMENS FOR 
THE EQUIPMENT THAT GAVE RISE TO THE CLAIM. 
EACH PARTY AGREES THAT THE EXCLUSIONS AND LIMITATIONS IN THIS ARTICLE 7 WILL PREVAIL OVER ANY 
CONFLICTING TERMS AND CONDITIONS IN THIS AGREEMENT AND MUST BE GIVEN FULL FORCE AND EFFECT, WHETHER 
OR NOT ANY OR ALL SUCH REMEDIES ARE DETERMINED TO HAVE FAILED OF THEIR ESSENTIAL PURPOSE.  THESE

CHANGES TO THE WORK 
Siemens shall deliver and/or perform the Work in accordance with the Applicable Laws in effect on the Effective Date.   
No change will be made to the scope of Work unless Buyer and Siemens agree in writing to the change and any 
resulting price, schedule or other contractual modifications associated therewith.  If any change to any law, rule, 
regulation, order, code, standard or requirement impacts Siemens’ obligations or performance under this Agreement, 
Siemens may request a change order for an equitable adjustment in the price and time of performance. 

ARTICLE 9 WARRANTY 
9.1. Warranties.   

Siemens warrants that: (i) the Equipment is free from defects in material and workmanship; (ii) the Equipment is in 
compliance with Siemens' Proposal; and (iii) at the time of delivery, Siemens has title to the Equipment free and clear of 
liens and encumbrances (collectively, the “Warranties").  The Warranties do not apply to Software furnished by 
Siemens.  The sole and exclusive warranties for any Software are set forth in the applicable Software License Agreement 
or Terms of Use to be provided with the Software. 
9.2. Conditions to the Warranties.   

The Warranties are conditioned on:  (i) no repairs, modifications or alterations being made to the Equipment other than 
by Siemens or its authorized representatives; (ii) Buyer handling, using, storing, installing, operating and maintaining the 
Equipment in compliance with any parameters or instructions in any specifications attached to, or incorporated into this 
Agreement; (iii) compliance with all generally accepted industry standards; (iv) Buyer discontinuing use of the 
Equipment after it has, or should have had, knowledge of any defect; (v) Buyer providing prompt written notice of any 
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warranty claims within the Warranty Period described below; (vi) at Siemens' discretion, Buyer either removing and 
shipping the Equipment or non-conforming part thereof to Siemens, at Buyer's expense, or granting Siemens 

reasonable access to the Equipment to assess the warranty claims; (vii) Equipment not having been subjected to 
accident (including Force Majeure), alteration, abuse or misuse; (viii) Buyer not being in default of any payment 
obligation and (viii) Buyer allowing Siemens the opportunity to review the operating and maintenance records relating 
to the Equipment and the facility it is incorporated into, if applicable. 
9.3. Exclusions from Warranty Coverage.   

The Warranties do not apply to any equipment not provided by Siemens under this Agreement. 
Any Equipment that is described as being experimental, developmental, prototype, or pilot is specifically excluded from 
the Warranties and is provided to Buyer “as is” with no warranties of any kind.  Normal wear and tear is excluded, 

including any expendable items that comprise part of the Equipment (such as fuses, light bulbs and lamps).  Siemens 
does not warrant or guarantee that any Equipment will be secure from cyber threats, hacking or similar malicious 
activity.  Equipment that is networked, connected to the internet, or otherwise connected to computers or other 
devices must be appropriately protected by Buyer and/or end user against unauthorized access. 
9.4. Warranty Period.   

Buyer must provide written notice of any claims for breach of Warranties by the earlier of twelve (12) months from 
initial operation of the Equipment or eighteen (18) months from shipment (“Warranty Period”).  Additionally, absent 
written notice within the Warranty Period, any use or possession of the Equipment after expiration of the Warranty 
Period is conclusive evidence that the Warranties have been satisfied. 
9.5 Remedies.   

Buyer's sole and exclusive remedies for breach of the Warranties are limited, at Siemens' discretion, to repair or 
replacement of the Equipment, or its non-conforming parts, within a reasonable time period, or refund of all or part of 
the purchase price applicable to the non-conforming part.  The warranty on repaired or replaced parts is limited to the 
remainder of the original Warranty Period.  Unless Siemens agrees otherwise in writing, Buyer will be responsible for 
any costs associated with:  (i) gaining access to the Equipment; (ii) removal, disassembly, replacement, installation, or 
reinstallation of any equipment, materials or structures to permit Siemens to perform its warranty obligations; (iii) 
transportation to and from the Siemens factory or repair facility; and (iv) damage to Equipment components or parts 
resulting in whole or in part from non-compliance by the Buyer with Section 9.2 hereof or from their deteriorated 
condition.  
All exchanged Equipment replaced under this Warranty will become the property of Siemens. 
9.6 Transferability.   

The Warranties are only transferable during the Warranty Period and only to the Equipment’s initial enduser. 
9.7 THE WARRANTIES IN THIS ARTICLE 9  ARE SIEMENS' SOLE AND EXCLUSIVE WARRANTIES AND ARE SUBJECT TO THE 
LIMITS OF LIABILITY IN ARTICLE 7 ABOVE.  SIEMENS MAKES NO OTHER WARRANTIES, EXPRESS OR IMPLIED, INCLUDING, 
WITHOUT LIMITATION, WARRANTIES OF MERCHANTABILITY OR FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR PURPOSE, COURSE OF 
DEALING AND USAGE OF TRADE. 

ARTICLE 10 DELAYS; EXCUSED PERFORMANCE 

10.1 Change in Law and Buyer Caused Delay.   

As the Work is performed, conditions may change or circumstances outside Siemens' reasonable control,  including 
without limitation, changes of Applicable Law and Buyer Caused Delays, may develop which would require Siemens to 
expend additional costs, effort or time to complete the Work, in which case Siemens will notify Buyer and an equitable 
adjustment will be made to Siemens' Contract Price and Work Schedule pursuant to Article 8. In the event conditions or 
circumstances require the Work to be suspended or terminated, Siemens shall be compensated for Work performed 
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and for costs reasonably incurred in connection with the suspension or termination. 
  

10.2  Force Majeure.   

If Siemens’ performance is delayed by any cause beyond its reasonable control (regardless of whether the cause was 
foreseeable), including without limitation acts of God, strikes, labor shortage or disturbance, fire, accident, war or civil 
disturbance, delays of carriers, cyber-attacks, terrorist attacks, failure of normal sources of supply, or acts or inaction of 
government (“Force Majeure Event”), Siemens’ time of performance will be extended by a period equal to the length of 
the delay plus any consequences of the delay, and Siemens will get its reasonable costs for such extension of time 
pursuant to Article 8.  Siemens will notify Buyer within a reasonable time after becoming aware of any such delay.  
If Siemens is entirely prevented from performing the Work for a time period of one hundred eighty (180) aggregate 
days as a result of the occurrence of a Force Majeure Event suffered by Siemens, then either Party may terminate this 

Agreement with respect to the Work  that has  not been performed by the effective date of such termination at no cost 
or penalty, other than Buyer’s obligation to pay Siemens either (a) the sum set forth in the termination payment 
schedule if applicable, or (b) that  portion of the Contract Price reflecting the amount of Work performed, man hours 
expended and materials acquired at the date of termination. These charges will also include the expenses associated 
with the termination, including, but not limited to, any additional expense incurred by reason of termination or 
cancellation of agreements between Siemens and its suppliers, and any applicable cost allocated in contemplation of 
performance.   If the Agreement is terminated pursuant to this Section 10.2, then Siemens’ remaining warranty and 
performance guarantee obligations shall automatically terminate. 
     

         ARTICLE 11 
INSURANCE 
11.1 Siemens’ Insurance Coverage. 

(a) Siemens shall maintain in full force and effect the following insurance coverage and limits specified below commencing 
ten (10) days after Buyer’s issuance of a Notice to Proceed and continuing until the Final Completion Date.  Siemens shall 
provide Buyer applicable insurance certificates of such coverage prior to the shipment of any Equipment to the Project 
Site or the commencement of any Work at the Project Site. The required limits of insurance may be satisfied with any 
combination of primary and excess coverage. 

(b) Siemens or Siemens’ insurance carrier shall endeavor to provide Buyer with thirty (30) days’ prior notice of cancellation, 
termination or material alteration of any insurance coverage set forth in this Article 11.  In addition, Siemens’ insurance 
shall be maintained with insurance companies having an A.M. Best rating of “A-“ or better and a financial size category 
of “VII” or higher (or a comparable rating by any other rating entity reasonably acceptable to Buyer and evidenced by 
Buyer’s written confirmation, which acceptance shall not be unreasonably withheld).   

(c) Siemens has the responsibility and obligation to procure and maintain the following insurance policies: 

(i) Workers’ Compensation Insurance in accordance with Applicable Laws and regulations applicable to the jurisdiction in 
which the Work is performed; 

(ii) Employer’s Liability Insurance with a limit of One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) per accident, per employee for occupational 
disease, and in the aggregate for occupational disease; 

(iii) Commercial General Liability Insurance with coverage written for bodily injury and broad form property damage on an 
“occurrence” basis with a limit of One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) per occurrence and Five Million Dollars ($5,000,000) 
aggregate.  This policy shall include blanket contractual coverage, railroad protective liability coverage, and coverage for 
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premises, operations, explosion, collapse and underground (XCU) hazards, and products/completed operations.  Siemens 
shall name Buyer as an additional insured to the extent bodily injury 

(including death) or third-party property damage results from the negligent acts or 

omissions of Siemens or Siemens’ Subcontractors and require that this policy contain a “separation of insureds” clause. 
11.2 Subcontractor’s Insurance Coverage. 

Siemens shall require its Subcontractors performing Work at the Project Site to maintain the types, coverage and limits 
of insurance which are reasonable in accordance with prudent industry practice and commensurate with the Work to 
be performed by such Subcontractor. 

11.3 Waiver of Rights. 

In regard to insurance maintained by either Party, including any property insurance, each such Party hereby waives, for 
itself and its insurers, all rights of recovery and subrogation which may arise against the other Party and its Affiliates as 
a result of a payment made by an insurer. 

ARTICLE 12 
INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RIGHTS 

Siemens shall retain all intellectual property rights in the Deliverables.   Upon receipt of all fees, expenses and taxes due 
in respect of the relevant Work, Siemens grants to the Buyer a non-transferable, nonexclusive, royalty-free license to 
copy and use the documents included in or with the Deliverables for their intended purpose only.  If the Deliverables 
include Software, then  Buyer agrees to take delivery of such Software subject to any applicable Siemens or third-party 
end-user license agreement (EULA) accompanying such Software, or if no EULA or third-party license accompanies such 
Siemens’ Software, the EULA posted at www.usa.siemens.com/btcpseula (SIEMENS’ EULA web site) for such Siemens 
Software. 

ARTICLE 13 
DEFAULT, TERMINATION AND SUSPENSION 

13.1 Events of Default.   

The occurrence of any one or more of the following events shall constitute an Event of Default by a Party  hereunder: 
(a) A Party makes a general assignment for the benefit of its creditors, is generally unable to pay its debts as they become

due, or becomes the subject of any voluntary or involuntary bankruptcy, insolvency, arrangement, reorganization or other
debtor relief proceeding under any Applicable Laws and, in the case of an involuntary proceeding  instituted against a
Party by a third party, the proceeding is not dismissed or stayed within forty-five (45) days after it is commenced;

(b) With regard to Buyer, Buyer fails to pay to Siemens any required payment, which failure continues for ten (10) days after
receipt of written notice thereof from Siemens;

(c) A Party has made a material misrepresentation under the Agreement that is likely to have a material adverse effect on its
ability to perform its obligations hereunder, and such representation is not made true within thirty (15) days after receipt
of written notice thereof from the other Party; or

(d) A Party is otherwise in material default of any provision of this Agreement or has materially failed to perform its
obligations under this Agreement, provided that if such material default of this Agreement or material failure to perform
this Agreement can be cured within a commercially reasonable timeframe, the defaulting Party shall be permitted such
period of time within which to accomplish such cure, so long as the Party commences such cure efforts within thirty (30)
days after written notice from the other Party and thereafter diligently proceeds to complete such cure within such time
period.

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Upon the occurrence and during the continuation of any Event of Default hereunder, the non-defaulting Party, in 
addition to its right to pursue any other remedy given under the Agreement, shall have the right to terminate this 
Agreement upon not less than five (5) days prior written notice to the defaulting Party (a “Termination for Cause”).  A 

Termination for Cause shall be effective upon the sixth (6th) day following delivery of the notice with respect thereto.   
 
13.2 Termination for Buyer’s Convenience.   

In addition to any other termination rights available to Buyer under this Agreement, Buyer shall have the right to 
terminate the delivery of Work due to the economic unfeasibility of the Project for Buyer upon fifteen (15) days prior 
written notice to Siemens. Buyer shall pay Siemens either (a) the sum set forth in the termination payment schedule if 
applicable, or (b) that portion of the Contract Price reflecting the amount of Work performed, man hours expended and 
materials acquired at the date of termination. These charges will also include the expenses associated with the 
termination, including, but not limited to, any additional expense incurred by reason of termination or cancellation of 
agreements between Siemens and its suppliers and Subcontractors, and any applicable cost allocated in contemplation 

of performance (the “Convenience Termination Payment”). All payments of the Contract Price made by Buyer and 
received by Siemens prior to the date of termination shall be credited toward the Convenience Termination Payment.    
Siemens shall submit an invoice to Buyer for the Convenience Termination Payment and Buyer shall pay such invoice by 
wire transfer within thirty (30) days after the date of such invoice.  If the Agreement is terminated by Buyer pursuant to 
this Section 13.2, then Siemens’ remaining warranty and performance guarantee obligations shall also automatically 
terminate. 

ARTICLE 14 
INDEMNITIES 

Siemens and Buyer (each as an “Indemnitor”) shall indemnify the other (“Indemnitee”) from and against all third party 
claims alleging bodily injury, death or damage to a third party’s tangible property, but only to the extent caused by the 
Indemnitor’s negligent acts or omissions.  If the injury or damage is caused by the parties’ joint or contributory 
negligence, the loss and/or expenses shall be borne by each party in proportion to its degree of fault.  No part of the 
Equipment(s) or Buyer’s Project Site is considered third party property. 
Indemnitee shall provide the Indemnitor with prompt written notice of and shall not acknowledge any third party claims 
covered by this Article 14.  Indemnitor has the unrestricted right to select and hire counsel and the exclusive right to 
conduct the legal defense and/or settle the claim on the Indemnitee’s behalf.  The Indemnitee shall not make any 
admission(s) which might be prejudicial to the Indemnitor and shall not enter into a settlement without the express 
permission of the Indemnitor. 

ARTICLE 15 
REPRESENTATIONS 

 
Each Party represents that on the Effective Date: 

(a) Organization and Corporate Action.   

Siemens is a corporation duly organized, validly existing and in good standing under the laws of the State of Delaware 
and is qualified to do business in the jurisdictions in which the Project is located.   Buyer is as identified in the Proposal 
and is duly organized, validly existing and in good standing under the laws of the State or Commonwealth identified in 
the Proposal.  Each Party has all necessary power and authority to execute, deliver and perform its obligations under 
this Agreement; the execution, delivery and performance by the Party  of this Agreement have been duly authorized by 
all necessary action on its part; and this Agreement has been duly and validly executed and delivered by the Party and 
constitutes the legal, valid and binding obligation of the Party enforceable in accordance with its terms, except as the 
enforceability thereof may be limited by bankruptcy, insolvency, reorganization,  moratorium or other similar laws 
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relating to the enforcement of creditors’ rights generally and by general equitable principles. 
(b) No Violation of Law; Litigation.   

It is not in violation of any Applicable Laws or judgment entered by any Governmental Authority which violations, 
individually or in the aggregate, would materially and adversely affect its performance of any of its obligations under 
this Agreement.  There are no legal or arbitration proceedings or any proceeding by or before any Governmental 
Authority now pending or (to the best knowledge of the Party) threatened against the Party which, if adversely 
determined, could reasonably be expected to have a material adverse effect on the ability of the Party  to perform 
under this Agreement. 

(c) No Breach.   

None of the execution and delivery of this Agreement, the consummation of the transactions herein contemplated or 
compliance with the terms and provisions hereof and thereof shall conflict with or result in a breach of, or require any 
consent under, the charter or by-laws of the Party, or any Applicable Laws or regulation, order, writ, injunction or 
decree of any court, or any agreement or instrument to which the Party  is a party, or by which it is bound, or to which it 

is subject, or constitute a default under any such agreement or instrument. 

ARTICLE 16 
PATENT AND COPYRIGHT INFRINGEMENT 

Siemens will, at its option and expense, defend or settle any suit or proceeding brought against Buyer based on an 
allegation that any Equipment or use thereof for its intended purpose constitutes an infringement of any Patent 
Cooperation Treaty country member’s patent or misappropriation of a third party’s trade secret or copyright in the 
country where the Equipment is delivered by Siemens.  Buyer will promptly give Siemens written notice of the suit or 
proceeding and the authority, information, and assistance needed to defend the claims.  Buyer shall not acknowledge 
any such third-party proceedings defined under this Article 16.  Siemens shall have the full and exclusive authority to 
defend and settle such claim(s) and will pay the damages and costs awarded in any suit or proceeding so defended.  
Buyer shall not make any admission(s) which might be prejudicial to Siemens and shall not enter into a settlement 
without Siemens’ written consent. Siemens is not responsible for any settlement made without its prior written 
consent.  If the Equipment, or any part thereof, as a result of any suit or proceeding so defended is held to constitute 
infringement, or its use by Buyer is enjoined, Siemens will, at its option and expense, either:  (i) procure for Buyer the 
right to continue using said Equipment; (ii) replace it with substantially equivalent non-infringing Equipment; or (iii) 
modify the Equipment so it is non-infringing. 
Siemens will have no duty or obligation under this Article 16 if the Equipment is:  (i) supplied according to Buyer's design 
or instructions and compliance therewith has caused Siemens to deviate from its normal course of performance; (ii) 
modified by Buyer or its contractors after delivery; or (iii) combined by Buyer or its contractors with devices, methods, 
systems or processes not furnished hereunder and by reason of said design, instruction, modification, or combination a 
suit is brought against Buyer.  In addition, if by reason of such design, instruction, modification or combination, a suit or 
proceeding is brought against Siemens, Buyer must protect Siemens in the same manner and to the same extent that 
Siemens has agreed to protect Buyer under this Article 16. 

THIS ARTICLE 16 IS AN EXCLUSIVE STATEMENT OF SIEMENS’ DUTIES AND BUYER’S REMEDIES RELATING TO PATENTS, 
TRADE SECRETS AND COPYRIGHTS, AND DIRECT OR CONTRIBUTORY INFRINGEMENT THEREOF. 

ARTICLE 17 
CONFIDENTIALITY 

Both during and for a period of ten (10) years after the term of this Agreement, the parties will: (i) treat as confidential 
all information obtained from the disclosing party, and (ii) use such confidential information for its intended purpose 
only. Confidential information includes all information compiled or generated by the disclosing party under this 
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Agreement for the receiving party, including but not limited to business information, manufacturing schedule 
information, technical data, drawings, flow charts, program listings, software, plans and projections.  Neither party may 

disclose or refer to the work to be performed under this Agreement in any manner that identifies the other party 
without advance written permission.  However, Siemens has the right to share confidential information with its 
Affiliates and subcontractors, provided those recipients are subject to the same confidentiality obligations set forth 
herein. 
Nothing in this Agreement requires a party to treat as confidential any information which:  (i) is or becomes generally 
known to the public, without the fault of the receiving party; (ii) is disclosed to the receiving party, without obligation of 
confidentiality, by a third party having the right to make such disclosure; (iii) was previously known to the receiving 
party, without obligation of confidentiality, which fact can be demonstrated by means of documents which are in the 
possession of the receiving party upon the date of this Agreement; (iv) was independently developed by receiving party 
or its representatives, as evidenced by written records, without the use of discloser’s confidential information; or (v) is 
required to be disclosed by law, except to the extent eligible for special treatment under an appropriate protective 
order, provided that the party required to disclose by law will promptly advise the originating party of any requirement 
to make such disclosure to allow the originating party the opportunity to obtain a protective order and assist the 

originating party in so doing. 
Within thirty (30) days from the effective date of termination of this Agreement pursuant to Section 10,2, 
13.1 or  13.2 , Buyer shall either (a) return to Siemens any of Siemens’ confidential information which had been in 
Buyer’s possession (excluding this Agreement), or (b) certify to Siemens that all of Siemens’ confidential information 
which had been in Buyer’s possession has been destroyed.    

ARTICLE 18 MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS 

18.1 Entire Agreement.   

This agreement, including the Proposal and all Exhibits thereto (the “Agreement”) contains the entire understanding of 
the Parties with respect to the subject matter hereof and supersedes all prior and/or contemporaneous agreements 
and commitments with respect thereto.  There are no other understandings, oral or written, nor other terms or 
conditions and neither Party has relied upon any representation, express or implied, not contained in this Agreement.  
Any modification to the Agreement must be in writing and executed by both Parties. 
18.2  Applicable Law and Jurisdiction. 

This Agreement is governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the State or Commonwealth where the 
Project Site is located, without regard to its conflict of laws principles.  The application of the United Nations Convention 
on Contracts for the International Sale of Goods is excluded.  BOTH SIEMENS AND BUYER KNOWINGLY, VOLUNTARILY 
AND IRREVOCABLY WAIVE ALL RIGHTS TO A JURY TRIAL IN ANY ACTION OR PROCEEDING RELATED IN ANY WAY TO THIS 
AGREEMENT.  Each Party agrees that claims and disputes arising out of this Agreement must be decided exclusively in a 
federal or state court of competent jurisdiction located in a State or Commonwealth in which the Project Site is located.  
Each Party submits to the personal jurisdiction of such courts for the purpose of litigating any claims or disputes. 
18.3 Notice.   
All notices, reports, demands, claims, elections, requests and other official communications required or permitted by 
this Agreement or by law to be served upon or given to a Party by the other Party shall be in writing signed by the Party 
giving such notice and shall be deemed duly served, given to and received by the other Party when delivered by first 
class registered or certified mail, return receipt requested, postage prepaid, or by a nationally recognized courier, in 
each case addressed to those respective representatives of each Party as identified in the Proposal. 
The Parties, by like notice in writing, may designate, from time to time, another address, addressee or office to which 
notices shall be delivered pursuant to this Agreement, which change of address shall become effective five (5) Business 
Days after delivery of such Notice. 
18.4 No Rights in Third Parties.  
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Except as otherwise expressly provided herein, this Agreement and all rights hereunder are intended for the sole 
benefit of the Parties and shall not imply or create any rights on the part of, or obligations to, any other Person, except 

as specifically provided herein with respect to Subcontractors. 
18.5  Compliance with Laws.   

The Parties agree to comply with all Applicable Laws, including but not limited to those relating to the manufacture, 
purchase, resale, exportation, transfer, assignment or use of the Equipment. 
18.6 Conflicting Provisions.     

In the event of any inconsistencies in this Agreement, the following order of precedence in the interpretation hereof or 
resolution of such conflict hereunder shall prevail:  

(1) Duly authorized and executed Scope Change Orders and written amendments to the Agreement executed by both Parties,
with the latest ones having precedence over the earlier ones;

(2) This Agreement.

Any differing or additional terms and conditions in any purchase order or other document are of no force and effect
unless specifically accepted in writing by the Parties. Siemens’ failure to object to any such additional, different or

conflicting terms does not operate as a waiver of the terms of this Agreement.
18.7 No Partnership Created. 

Nothing contained in this Agreement shall be construed as constituting a joint venture or partnership between Siemens 
and Buyer. 

18.8 Captions; Shortened Names for Convenience.   

The captions contained in this Agreement are for convenience of reference only and in no way define, describe, extend 
or limit the scope of intent of this Agreement or the intent of any provision contained herein.  Similarly, the references 
to “Buyer” and “Siemens” in this Agreement are shorthand used for convenience only. 

18.9 Counterparts and Facsimile Execution. 

This Agreement may be signed in any number of counterparts and each counterpart shall represent a fully executed 
original as if signed by both Parties, with all such counterparts together constituting but one and the same instrument.  
Facsimile or electronic pdf signatures of the Parties shall be deemed to constitute original signatures and executed 
facsimile copies hereof shall be deemed to constitute duplicate originals.   

18.10 Joint Effort.   

Preparation of the Agreement has been a joint effort of the Parties and the resulting document shall not be construed 
more severely against one of the Parties than against the other.  Each Party represents that it has obtained the 
professional advice (including legal, tax and accounting advice on Applicable Laws and regulations) as it has deemed 
appropriate or convenient. 

18.11 Appendixes.   

All appendixes, attachments, or exhibits referenced in this Agreement shall be incorporated into this Agreement by such 
reference and shall be deemed to be an integral part of this Agreement. 

18.12 Non-Waiver.   

Any waiver by a Party of strict compliance with this Agreement must be in writing, and any failure by the Parties to 
require strict compliance in one instance will not waive its right to insist on strict compliance thereafter. 

18.13 Modification of Terms. 

This Agreement may only be modified by a written instrument signed by authorized representatives of both Parties. 
18.14 Assignment.   

Neither Party may assign all or part of this Agreement, or any rights or obligations under this Agreement, without the 
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prior written consent of the other; but either Party may assign its rights and obligations, without recourse or consent, to 
any parent, wholly owned subsidiary, or Affiliate or Affiliate’s successor organization (whether as a result of 

reorganization, restructuring or sale of substantially all of a party’s assets).  However, Buyer shall not assign this 
Agreement to: a competitor of Siemens; an entity in litigation with Siemens; or an entity lacking the financial capability 
to satisfy Buyer’s obligations.  Any assignee expressly assumes the performance of any obligation assigned.  Siemens 
may grant a security interest in this Agreement and/or assign proceeds of this Agreement without Buyer’s consent. 

18.15 Severability.   

If any provision of this Agreement is held invalid, illegal or unenforceable, the remaining provisions will not in any way 
be affected or impaired.  A court may modify the invalid, illegal or unenforceable provision to reflect, as closely as 
possible, the Parties’ original intent. 

18.16 Survival.   

The articles titled “Patent and Copyright Infringement,” “Limitation of Liability,” “Confidentiality,” “Title and Risk of 
Loss,” “Indemnitees,” and “Export/Import Compliance,”” survive termination, expiration or cancellation of this

In order to meet current building code, the new insulation will need to be 5.2".

ECONOMIC DRIVERS  
  
There are three airport economic drivers; enplanements, operations, and cargo. The primary economic driver is 
enplanement activity, which affects parking and concession revenues, and ultimately airline revenue (landing fees, 
terminal and apron rents, and passenger boarding fees).  To a much lesser extent, the general aviation operations 
(landing or takeoff) will affect Fixed Based Operator (FBO) revenue vis-a-vie fuel purchases.  Cargo is the third airport 
economic driver the will influence cargo aircraft landing and apron revenue.    
  
The affects pf COVID-19 continue to wane and enplanements are expected to increase but not yet exceed pre pandemic 
levels.  Based on available information, 2025 enplanement levels are projected at 1,490,000, and increase of 65,000 
enplanements from Budget 2024.  Accordingly, the budget has been prepared using this reduced projection.

Airport Operating Expense, $43,191,673  
  
As in the previous year, the Airport operating activities have been separated from those of the FBO activities.  The 
segregation allows for a better financial understanding of each entity based on its own activities.  
  
Total Budget 2025 Airport Budget Expenses increased $3,094,212 from the prior year.  Airport operating expense 
includes all expenses that relate to the day-today operations of the airport and comprise; Personnel Salaries, Wages 
and Benefits; Utilities & Communications, Purchased Services, Materials & Supplies, Offices, Administration and 
Noncapital Equipment.    
  

  Personnel Salaries, Wages and Benefits, $20,601,731  
Similar to other types of service provider industries, Personnel Salaries, Wages and Benefits is 47.7% of the 
operating budget.  Employee Benefits are combined with Personnel Salaries and Wages as these costs are a 
necessary and a direct cost for each employee.  Total benefit costs are 47.7% of total salaries and wages 
(52.3% in B2024 and 51.2% in B2023).

AIRLINE RATES AND CHARGES  
  
Exhibit B provides the 2025 Airline Rates and Charges based on the budgeted Airport revenues, expenses, debt service 
and other charges.    
  
The 2025 Operating Budget will result in Airline Capital Contribution of $4,044,255 and this is based upon the Airline 
Use Agreement.  Funds remaining for Revenue Sharing between the Signatory Airlines and the Airport will be 
$6,837,748 of which $3,418,874 will go to the Airlines, $3,018,874 will go to the Authority and $400,000 will be used 
to fund the anticipated cost of Air Service Incentive Program costs.  The 2025 Operating Budget provides for a debt 
service coverage ratio of ___, an increase from the budgeted ratio of 2.32 for B2024 and an increase of an actual ratio 
of 2.13 in 2023.  
  
The rates and charges shown for 2025 Operating Budget are dependent upon actual Airport activities.  
  
  
PROJECTED 2024 END OF YEAR SETTLMENT WITH AIRLINES  
  
Based upon revenues and expenses compiled through August 30, 2024, the estimated 2024, revenues to be shared 
between the Airlines and the Airport Development is approximately $6,619,319.  The projected settlement amount is 
still subject to change based upon actual results through the remainder of the year.  
  
  
ADOPTION OF 2025 OPERATING BUDGET  
  
Based upon all of the above, the Budget 2025 is recommended for adoption at the November 18, 2024 Board Meeting 
resulting in the imposition of the proposed Airline rates and charges on January 1, 2025.  Budget 2025 will require on-
going monitoring and management during the course of 2025 and may require revision to address significant adverse 
developments.  Upon adoption of the budget, Airline Rates and Charges can only be adjusted during the year under 
more limited circumstances which include: provisions for adjustment if revenues from rates and charges are projected 
to be off by more than ten (10) percent; a provision for adjustment if debt service coverage is projected to be less than 
one-hundred-twenty- five (125) percent of net revenues; or in accordance with a financing resolution adopted by the 
Authority.

Presented herewith is the 2025 Annual Budget for the   
Albany  County  Airport  Authority  as  approved  by  the 
Board on November 18, 2024. 
 
This  budget  incorporates  the  operaƟons  of  two 
companies  that  operate  under  cost  recovery/
reimbursement agreements with  the Authority: AFCO 
AvPORTS  Management,  LLC  (d/b/a  AvPORTS), 
responsible  for  the  daily  operaƟons  of  the  Airport;  
and,  REW  Investments,  Inc.,  (d/b/a  Million  Air‐ALB) 
responsible  for  the daily operaƟons of  the Fixed Base 
OperaƟon (FBO).  
 
This budget document is divided into six components: 
Budget  Message,  Department  Overview  and  Detail, 
Debt  Service,  Capital  Budget,  Rates  &  Charges  and 
Supplemental InformaƟon.   
 
 
BUDGET OVERVIEW 
 
The  Authority  is  now  beyond  period  the  COVID‐19 
pandemic as business and leisure travel resumes.  Year
‐end  2024  enplanements  of  1,470,00  are  esƟmated, 
that is 96.7 percent of 2019’s 1,520,000 pre‐pandemic 
enplanements levels.  The Authority is confident in the 
airport’s  future  growth  and  is  expecƟng  to  surpass 
2019 enplanements in 2026. 
 
Budget  2025  was  prepared  based  on  1,490,000 
enplanements,  approximately    98.0  percent  level  of 
2019  enplanement  acƟvity.    With  this  number  of 
enplanements,  the  combined  operaƟng  revenues  of 
the airport and the FBO are budgeted at $66,414,836, 
an  increase  of  $2,636,271  from  Budget  2024.  
Combined  operaƟng  expenses  are  budgeted  at 
$54,478,273,  an  increase  of  $3,903,861  from  Budget 
2024.  
 
Budget 2025 prioriƟes  remain as  in previous years as 
follows: 

 Maintaining a safe airport; and, 
 Increasing liquidity by controlling costs; and, 
 UpdaƟng faciliƟes and equipment; and, 
 Providing necessary resources for Staff.  

    
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
The  achievement  of  these  prioriƟes,  however,  are  
challenged  by  the  disproporƟonate  percentage  of 
variable  and fixed  revenues  versus  the percentage of 
variable  and  fixed  costs.    The  COVID‐19  pandemic 
made  readily  apparent  the  difficulty  in  financial/
budget management of an airport that has dispropor‐
Ɵonate variable revenues versus fixed costs.  Approxi‐
mately  75 percent  of  the  airports  revenue  is  variable 
based  directly  on  the  number  of  airport  passengers, 
i.e.  revenues  derived  from  parking,  concessions,  and 
rental  cars.    As  passengers  in/decrease,  so  does  75 
percent  of  the  airport’s  corresponding  revenue.  
Unlike  the  revenues  however,  the  costs  of  operaƟng 
the  airport  are  predominantly  fixed,  aƩributable 
largely  to  personnel  expenses.    Regardless  of  the 
number of passengers, the number of personnel, their 
salaries  and wages,  and  benefits  remain  the  same or 
moderately increase with annual pay adjustments.   To 
address this issue, the Authority’s acƟon is to diversify 
its  revenue  porƞolio with  non‐aviaƟon  fixed  revenue 
streams including off‐airport leasing and development.

FINANCIAL POLICIES 
 
Financial  policies,  provided  later  in  this  secƟon,  set 
forth  the  basic  framework  for  the  overall  fiscal 
management  of  the  Authority.    OperaƟng  inde‐
pendently  of  changing  economic  circumstances  and 
condiƟons,  these  policies  help  the  decision‐making 
process  of  the  Authority  Board  and  administraƟon.  
These  policies  provide  guidelines  and  guidance  for 
evaluaƟng  both  current  acƟviƟes  and  proposals  for 
future acƟviƟes and programs. 
 
Most of the policies represent long‐standing principles 
(i.e.  tradiƟons  and  pracƟces)  that  have  guided  the 
Authority  for most  of  its  existence.    These  tradiƟons 
and  pracƟces  have  been  further  defined  and  refined 
over  the past  twenty‐five plus years and have helped 
maintain  the  fiscal  and  financial  stability  in  both  the 
community and its government. 
 
A  guiding  principle  and  policy  is  that  of  a  balanced 
budget  whereby  current  revenues  equal  or  exceed 
current expenses. 
 
 
 
 

 
 
Fiscal  policies  were  designed  to  formalize  and 
memorialize many of the tradiƟons and pracƟces that 
have long been followed; more clearly define the fiscal 
discipline  of  the  Authority;  and  set  standards  to  be 
maintained in the future.  Within this context, it also  
compiles,  assembles,  and  references  the  various 
policies  that  the  Authority  Board  had  previously 
formally  adopted  that  bear  clear  fiscal  and  financial 
ramificaƟons.

CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM 
 
The  Capital  Improvement  Program  (CIP)  idenƟfies  all 
capital  expenditures  and  their  respecƟve  legal  and 
regulatory  funding  sources  within  a  five  year  Ɵme‐
frame.    Capital  expenditures  are  in  excess  of  at  least 
$50,000 depending upon the asset category and have 
a useful life of greater than one year.  The expendi 
 
 
tures  include  replacement  of  rolling  stock,  building 
and infrastructure repairs, and contribuƟons for grant‐
funded projects. 
 
Prudent  financial  and  budget management mandates 
the  segregaƟon  and  isolaƟon  of  not  only  operaƟng  
from capital funds, but the related cash inflow and  
cash ouƞlow as well.  It is imperaƟve that segregaƟon 
occur  between operaƟng  from  capital  funds  and  also 
important that certain capital funds be segregated as  
well for statutory or other legal requirements.

BASIS OF BUDGETING 
 
As  a  Proprietary  Fund,  the  Authority  uses  a  flow  of 
economic  resources,  which  is  similar  to  the  accrual 
basis of accounƟng with the below noted excepƟons:

earned and measurable: 
 Expenses  are  budged  in  the  period  in  which  the 

liability was incurred: 
 DepreciaƟon of assets is not budgeted

GAAP FINANCIAL STATEMENTS 
 
The  Authority  has  adopted  December  31  as  its  fiscal 
year  end  and  issued  its  first  financial  statements  in 
1994.    An  audited  comprehensive  annual  financial 
report  has  been  issued  each  year  thereaŌer.    The 
Authority’s  financial  statements  are  prepared  on  an 
accrual  basis  of  accounƟng  in  accordance  with 
generally  accepted  accounƟng  principles  (GAAP) 
promulgated  by  the  Governmental  AccounƟng 
Standards  Board  (GASB).    The  2023  financial  state‐
ments are available at www.albanyairport.com. 
 
The  Authority  operates  as  a  single  enterprise  fund.  
Enterprise  funds  disƟnguish  operaƟng  revenues  and 
expenses  from  non‐operaƟng  items  in  accordance 
with  the  flow  of  economic  resources  measurement 
focus and  the accrual basis of accounƟng.   All  assets, 
liabiliƟes,  net  posiƟon,  revenues,  and  expenses  are 
accounted  for  through  a  single  enterprise  fund  with 
revenues  recorded  when  earned  and  expenses  are 
recorded  at  the  Ɵme  liabiliƟes  are  incurred.    Capital 
assets  are  capitalized  (except  land)  and  depreciated 
over  their  useful  lives.    Funds  are  restricted  for  debt 
service  and,  where  applicable,  for  construcƟon 
projects.   
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DISTINGUISHED BUDGET PRESENTATION AWARD 
 
For  the  Budget  Year  Beginning,  January  1,  2024,  the 
Government Finance Officers AssociaƟon of the United 
States  and  Canada  (GFOA)  has  presented  the  twenty 
second  DisƟnguished  Budget  PresentaƟon  Award  to 
the Albany County Airport Authority. 
 
In  order  to  receive  this  award,  a  governmental  unit 
must publish a budget document that meets program 
criteria as a policy document, as an operaƟons guide, 
as a financial plan, and as a communicaƟons device. 
 
The award is  valid for a period of only one year.  We 
believe  this  current  budget  conƟnues  to  conform  to 
program  requirements,  and  its  submission  to  GFOA 
will determine eligibility for a subsequent award.

ORGANIZATION 
 

The Albany County Airport Authority is a body corporate and poliƟc consƟtuƟng a public benefit corporaƟon estab‐
lished and exisƟng pursuant to the Albany County Airport Authority Act, Title 32 of ArƟcle 8 of the New York Public 
AuthoriƟes Law.  The State of New York (State) created the Authority in 1993 in order to promote the strengthening 
and  improvement of  the Airport,  to  facilitate the financing and construcƟon of  the Terminal  Improvement Project 
(TIP) and as well the subsequent capital improvement programs, and give the Authority the power to operate, main‐
tain and improve the Airport. 
 
The Authority is governed by seven board members, four members appointed by the majority leader of the County 
of Albany (County) Legislature and three members by the County ExecuƟve, all with approval of the County Legisla‐
ture.  The Authority board members are appointed for a term of four years or unƟl a successor is appointed, except 
that any person appointed to fill a vacancy will be appointed to serve only the unexpired term.

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STRATEGIC PLAN 
 
The Public AuthoriƟes Reform Act of 2009 introduced a requirement that Public AuthoriƟes adopt a mission state‐
ment and performance measurements.   During 2010, the Albany County Airport Authority adopted a new Mission 
Statement and  related Performance Measurements.   The Albany County Airport Authority adopted Mission State‐
ment Performance Measurements that at the Ɵme, were consistent with the recommendaƟons found in the Trans‐
portaƟon Research Board ACRP Report 19—Development and Airport Performance Measurement System issued in 
2010 and sponsored by the Federal AviaƟon AdministraƟon.  Since then, having had Ɵme to, digest and interpret the 
performance measures, the Authority has pared down the number of these measures to those that are prioriƟes and 
readily and objecƟvely idenƟfiable.  
 
The Authority conƟnues to develop and refine its plans and programs with regard to its infrastructure, terminal and 
hangar buildings, equipment and staffing to maintain acceptable levels of service to its customers.  The Authority has 
developed programmed schedules  for vehicle and equipment  replacements.   Similarly,  it has developed the Pave‐
ment Management Program in order to maintain runways, taxiways and aprons to an acceptable service level.  Simi‐
lar programs have been and are being developed for other components of the Authority’s infrastructure.   
 
The Authority’s Strategic Plan is used as a source for the department’s annual goals and is provided later in this sec‐
Ɵon.   The purpose of this plan is to idenƟfy and prioriƟze the issues facing the Albany InternaƟonal Airport and ad‐
dress those issues within the context of creaƟng the annual budget.   Provided that the Authority’s vision, mission, 
goal, objecƟves, and values remain cogent for the Authority, the next step is to devise strategies to accomplish those 
goals and objecƟves.

Promote airline, cargo, business, and general aviaƟon services at Albany  InternaƟonal Airport by providing 

quality airport faciliƟes; 
Operate the airport and provide services in the most cost‐effecƟve manner; 
Foster inter‐modal transportaƟon; 
Implement the airport’s Capital Improvement Plan; and, 
Maintain financial security.

The Authority’s goal for the airport is derived from its mission and vision for the airport and describes the  enduring 
end state desired for the airport.  The Authority’s goal for Albany InternaƟonal Airport is: 
 

To be widely recognized as the best airport of its size in the Northeast as well as an innovaƟve model 
for a facility with vitality, enthusiasm, friendliness, competence, and efficiency.

Performance Measurements 
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FINANCIAL POLICIES 
 
Guidelines  
The budget process and  format  shall be performance 
based  and  focused  on  goals,  objecƟves  and  perfor‐
mance indicators. 
 
The  budget  will  provide  adequate  funding  for 
operaƟon  and  maintenance  of  the  Airport  buildings 
and property,  and  replacement of  capital equipment, 
construcƟon,  reconstrucƟon  and  development  at  the 
Airport. 
 
Balanced Budget  
The  budget  should  be  balanced  whereby  current 
revenues  equal  to  or  greater  than  current  expendi‐
tures.   
  
Strategies  to  accomplish  this  balance  include  cost 
efficiencies,  personnel  efficiencies,  increasing  or 
implemenƟng  fees  to match  program  expenses,  fund 
balance  usage  (if  available),  and  service  reducƟon  (if 
needed).   
 
Budget Amendments  
The  adopted  budget  represents  a  business  plan 
covering all Airport operaƟons for the upcoming year. 
  
 If  the  plan  needs  to  be  significantly modified  during 
the year  the proposed revisions  to  the plan,  together 
with  their  financial  impact  on  either  revenues  or 
expenses,  are  presented  to  the  Authority  Board  for 
review and approval.   
 
No  amendments  have  been  enacted  during  the  year 
2023. 
 
Budget Monitoring    
The  independent monitoring of  the budget  conƟnues 
throughout  the  Fiscal  Year  for  management  control 
purposes.   
 
OperaƟng  statements  comparing  actual  financial 
results  to budgets  are  reported monthly by  the Chief 
Financial  Officer  and  distributed  to  Board  members, 
senior management and all key employees.  Quarterly 
and  annual  financial  reports  are  posted  on  the 
Authority’s website – www.albanyairport.com. 
 
Performance Measurements 
Performance measurements  are  developed  based  on 
program  objecƟves  that  Ɵe  to  the  Airport’s  vision, 
mission and values. 
 
Performance measurements measure program results 
or accomplishments to provide good comparisons over 
Ɵme. 

 
 
 
Performance measurements  are monitored  and  used 
in decision‐making processes. 
 
Planning  
The  Authority  will  develop  a  five‐year  capital  plan 
every five years commencing September 1, 1995.   
Each  five‐year  plan must  be  approved  by  the  Albany 
County Legislature.   
 
The  five‐year  plan  will  include  esƟmated  operaƟng 
costs and revenues for future capital improvements. 
 
Capital Improvement Policies 
Capital  projects  that will  be made during  the  current 
budget year should be detailed by project and type of 
work.   
 
Progress projecƟons  for  the five‐year capital plan will 
be updated on a yearly basis.   
 
The  Authority  will  idenƟfy  the  esƟmated  costs  and 
potenƟal  funding  sources  for  each  capital  project 
proposal.   
 
The Authority will determine the least costly financing 
method for all new projects.  
 
The  Authority  will  maintain  all  its  assets  at  a  level 
adequate  to protect  the Airport’s  capital  interest and 
minimize future maintenance and replacement costs. 
 
Debt Policy 
The Authority will manage its current and future debt 
service requirement to be in compliance with all bond 
covenants. 
 
The  Authority  will  confine  long‐term  borrowing  to 
capital  improvements  or  projects  that  cannot  be 
financed from current revenues. 
 
The  Authority  will  maintain  communicaƟons  with 
bond  raƟng  agencies  regarding  its  financial  condiƟon 
and will follow a policy of full disclosure.  
 
The Authority, when  applicable, will  determine  if  the 
financial  market  place  will  afford  the  opportunity  to 
refund an issue and lessen its debt service costs. 
 
The  Authority  shall  aƩempt  to  limit  total  debt 
outstanding to no more than $100 per enplanement. 
 
The  Authority  will  not  go  over  its  legal  debt  limit  of 
$285 million. 
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FINANCIAL POLICIES, conƟnued 
 
The  Authority  will  comply  with  its  DerivaƟve  Policy 
which limits the use of derivaƟve financial products to 
capital financing. 
 
The Authority will  comply with  its Variable Rate Debt 
Policy which  limits  the use of net permanent variable 
rate debt to twenty percent of total debt outstanding. 
 
Revenue Policy 
The  Authority  will  esƟmate  and  project  its  annual 
revenues  by  an  objecƟve  and  analyƟcal  process,  as 
pracƟcal, on a yearly basis. 
 
The  Authority  will  maintain  a  diversified  and  stable 
revenue system to shelter it from unforeseeable short‐
run fluctuaƟons in any one‐revenue source. 
 
The Authority will maintain sufficient revenues to pay 
all  expenditures  incurred  for  the  operaƟons  and 
maintenance at the Airport. 
 
Rates and Charges 
The Authority and  the airlines have negoƟated a Use 
and  Lease  Agreement  that  became  effecƟve  on 
January  1,  2016  to  establish  how  the  airlines  that 
signed  the  agreement  will  be  assessed  annual  rates 
and  charges  for  their  use  of  the  Airport.    Rates  and 
charges  are  established  annually.    The  calculaƟon 
thereof  is  set  forth  later  in  this  document.    The 
agreement  is  effecƟve  through  December  31,  2025 
with an opƟon to renew for two one‐year opƟons and 
one two‐year opƟon. 
 
Compliance with Master Bond ResoluƟon 
The Authority has established the following funds and 
accounts as required by the Master ResoluƟon and has 
set the policy on fund balance as follows: 
 
 Revenue Fund ‐ holding revenues collected by the 

Authority and applying revenues as required by 
the Master ResoluƟon.  Our policy is to keep only 
necessary amounts for working capital.   

 
 O&M Fund, holding anƟcipated O&M expenses.  

Extra unused funds are applied to the accounts 
below; 

 
 O&M Reserve ‐ holding reserve for O&M 

expenses, equaling two months of O&M expenses 
as required by the Master ResoluƟon; 

 
 Bond Fund ‐ including only principal and interest 

to be paid in the next payment dates; 
 
 Bond Reserve Fund ‐ including only amounts 

required by the Master ResoluƟon; 

 
 
 Renewal and Replacement Fund ‐  The Authority's 

policy  is to keep a minimum balance of $500,000 
in this account: 

 
 Airport  Development  Fund  ‐  holding  retained 

earnings of  the Authority.    The Authority's policy 
is  to use  this  fund  to build  addiƟonal  liquidity  or 
avoid capital borrowing. 

 
 Capital  ConstrucƟon  Fund  ‐  to  hold  funds  for 

Capital Project expense. 
 
In addiƟon, the Authority has the following funds and 
accounts: 
 
 PFC account ‐ holding all Passenger Facility Charge 

revenues  collected  by  the  Authority,  to  be  used 
for  future  rates  and  charges  or  pay‐as‐you‐go 
projects.  The Authority reviews airlines rates and 
charges annually to determine the fund balance; 

 
 Concession  Area  Improvement  funds  ‐  collected 

by  the  Authority  for  improvement  to  concession 
areas if needed at the Authority’s discreƟon; and 

 
Investment Policies  
The  investment  of  Authority  funds  is  governed  by 
provisions  of  its  enabling  legislaƟon  and  by  an 
Investment Policy  last amended by  the Authority  July 
23, 2018.  Any State or Federally chartered commercial 
bank that can meet the Authority’s requirements in its 
Cash  Management  and  Investment  Policy  which 
specifies required raƟngs and capabiliƟes is authorized 
for deposit of monies. 
   
Monies not needed for immediate expenditure may be 
invested in 
  (1)   United States Treasury obligaƟons 
  (2)  ObligaƟons  backed  by  the  United  States 
  Government full faith and credit

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GOVERNMENTAL BUDGETARY FUND STRUCTURE 

 
The Authority uses a Proprietary Fund structure, defined below, to record the financial acƟviƟes.  This method is used because the 
Authority is a self‐supporƟng enƟty whereby the payment of all Authority expenditures is supported by all Authority revenues. 
 
Generally, however, governments use fund accounƟng to record their financial acƟviƟes.   Fund accounƟng means acƟviƟes are 
separated so as to have its own set of financial records, this segregaƟon is oŌen caused by legal, statutory or pracƟcal purposes.  
This structure provides three broad categories of governmental fund types; governmental, proprietary, and fiduciary that may be 
further broken down as shown below. 
 
 

Governmental Funds are those through which most governmental  funcƟons are financed and provided.   Governmental 
fund types are broken down into three categories explained in further detail below. 
 

 General Fund, is the primary operaƟng fund of a government.  It is used to account for all financial resources and 
acƟviƟes except  those  required to be accounted  for  in another  fund.   This  fund records  the day‐to‐day financial 
acƟviƟes that include, administraƟon, police and fire protecƟon, and public work acƟviƟes. 

 

 Special  Revenue  Funds  are  used  to  record  revenue  that  has  a  restricƟon  as  to  how  the  funds  are  to  be  used/
expended.    Each  special  revenue  fund provides  a  unique  service  or  acƟvity  and  is  funded  via  taxes  and/or  user 
charges that are legally limited to being expended strictly on the purpose of that fund. 

 

 Capital Projects Funds accounts for all fixed asset acquisiƟons and major capital projects not otherwise accounted 
for in other capital projects or enterprise funds. 

 

 Debt Service Funds are used to accumulate funds for the payment of general long‐term debt service.  These funds 
are frequently sƟpulated by bond indentures. 

 
 

Proprietary Funds are established to account for the financing and self‐support operaƟons and acƟviƟes of governmental 
units which render services to the public on a user‐fee basis.  These operaƟons are oŌen similar to those found in the pri‐
vate sector operated for a profit. 
 

 Enterprise Funds are used to account for private enterprise type acƟviƟes whereby the intent, at a minimum, is to 
have the financial resources meet or exceed the acƟvity’s expenses.  The Authority has one Enterprise Fund for the 
airport where the expenses are wholly supported by the fees charged for  landings, property rent,  fuel and other 
services provided. 

 
 

Fiduciary Funds are used to record trustee type acƟviƟes of the Authority, whereby the Authority holds the assets in trust. 
 

 Pension  Trust  Funds  are  used  to  account  for  the  accumulaƟon  of  resources  used  to  pay  pension  benefits.   
 

 Agency Funds are used  to account  for assets held by  the Authority as an agent  for  individuals, private organiza‐
Ɵons, other governments.  The Authority has one agency fund.

The 
Authority financially  sustained  itself  as  a  result of  long  term financial  planning  that  included  the maintenance of operaƟng  re‐
serves and prudent financial management. 
 
Above all else,  the safety of the airport’s passengers, employees and visitors  is  foremost.   ThereaŌer,  the Strategic Plan comes 
into play with the Long Term Financial Plan which includes; maintain at least 125% coverage of net revenues, maintain it s A2/A 
bond  raƟng, and, maintain a minimum two‐month operaƟng  reserve.    The Authority also has  its obligaƟons under Airport  Im‐
provement Program to maintain a financially self‐supporƟng, as possible, enƟty. 
 
The major assumpƟon is an inflaƟon rate of approximately 2.5% percent for both OperaƟng Revenue and OperaƟng Expenses.

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DEBT POLICY 

 

The actual amount of debt the Authority may have outstanding at any one time is limited by the following: 

 The Authority’s legal debt limit ($285 million).  The Authority’s debt limit was increased from $175 million 
to $285 million during 2004 by State legislation enacted (Chapter 500), amending the Albany County Air-
port Authority Act, Title 32 of Article 8, of the New York State Public Authorities Law.  The Authority has 
historically only issued debt to fund major capital improvement projects in excess of $50,000. 

 The Authority’s Master Bond Resolution which permits new borrowings only if the Authority’s net revenues 
equal 125% of Maximum Annual Debt Service on all debt outstanding and the proposed debt to be is-
sued.  This debt coverage calculation can be found in the Rates and Charges section of this document. 

 The maintenance of investment grade debt ratings from major debt rating agencies.  These agencies gen-
erally suggest that the total debt outstanding should be limited to $100 per enplaned passenger.   

 The willingness of investors in the bond market to purchase the Authority’s indebtedness. 

 Any negotiated bond sales are subject to the approval of the Comptroller of the State of New York and the 
Comptroller of the County of Albany.  

The Authority also adopted a Derivatives Policy and a Variable Rate Debt Policy as summarized below. 

 

Derivatives Policy 

The Authority adopted a Derivatives Policy which allows for the use of Derivative Financial products for capital financ-
ing.  The Derivatives Policy prohibits the use of Derivative Financial products for either investment or speculation.  The 
Derivatives Policy recognizes derivatives as non-traditional financial products, including but not limited to, floating to 
fixed rate swaps, swaptions, caps, floors, collars and municipal warrants.  The Derivatives Policy requires: 

 

 that transactions entered into under the policy must be for a market transaction for which competing good 
faith quotations may be obtained at the discretion of the Authority and with the advice and recommenda-
tion of the  Authority's swap advisor, and other financial professionals; 

 that transactions should produce material economic benefit believed to not otherwise be attainable under 
the current existing market conditions, or existing conventional debt structures, and improve the flexibility 
of debt management strategies; 

 employ a structure that will attempt to minimize any additional floating rate basis risk, tax law risk or credit 
risk to the Authority and justify the acceptance of these risks for a particular transaction, based on the 
additional benefits to the Authority;  and  

 limits the total amount of derivative financial product transactions so as not to exceed thirty-three percent 
(33%) of the total authorized debt limit of the Authority (currently $285 million). 

 

Variable Rate Debt Policy 

The Authority adopted a Variable Rate Debt Policy which allows for the use of variable rate debt within prescribed limi-
tations.  The Variable Rate Debt Policy recognizes permanent and interim uses of variable rate debt.  Interim use of 
variable rate debt may occur during the construction phase of a project for which the Authority intends to obtain perma-
nent financing at the conclusion of the construction phase.  The Variable Rate Debt Policy provides that: 

 

 permanent variable rate debt exposure includes variable rate debt which the Authority does not intend to be re-
financed by a long-term fixed rate debt; 

 net permanent variable rate debt exposure is permanent variable rate debt that is not offset by the cash, cash 
equivalent and short-term investment assets of the Authority; 
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DEBT POLICY, continued 

 

 net permanent variable rate debt excludes, with some exceptions, variable debt that has been synthetically 
changed to fixed rate debt by the use of a financial derivative hedge product with a fixed-payer interest rate swap; 

 net permanent variable rate debt, excluding synthetic fixed rate transactions, should not generally exceed twenty 
percent (20%) of the Authority’s outstanding indebtedness.  

   

The Authority’s policy is to manage its current and future debt service requirements to be in compliance with all bond 
covenants, while prudently meeting the capital needs of the Airport and to continue the pursuit of higher underlying rat-
ings from the rating agencies.  

 

MASTER and SUPPLEMENTAL BOND RESOLUTION 

The Authority in 1995, as amended in 1997, established procedures for selection of underwriters for the sale of the Au-
thority’s bonds and for certain other matters.  These procedures allow for public competitive sale, public negotiated sale 
or private negotiated sale of debt based upon a determination of the Chief Financial Officer and the recommendation of 
the Authority Chair. 

In 1997 the Authority adopted a Master Bond Resolution which authorizes the issuance of Airport Revenue Bonds; pre-
scribing the limitations on and the conditions of issuance and the form of any bonds to be issued.  Two key provisions 
provide for an additional bonds test before the Authority issues any new debt and a covenant to maintain 125% debt 
service coverage of net revenues, as defined. 

Since 1997, there have been sixteen supplemental resolutions. 

 

DEBT OUTSTANDING 

In August 2021, $580,000 of Series 2017A (non-AMT) bonds were defeased.  This transaction was completed to pay 
back bond funds that were used to refurbish the old Airport Administration offices that are now being occupied by a 
private entity. 

The chart below exhibits for each issue the original issue amounts, the debt to be outstanding as of December 31, 
2023, the principal payments due in 2024, the interest due in 2024, total debt service payments, and the debt outstand-
ing as of December 31, 2024.

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FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL PROGRAMS 

The enabling legislation creating the Authority (Chapter 686 of the Laws of 1993) sets forth in section 2784.3. (a) The 
following: 

“On or before September first, nineteen hundred ninety-five, and on or before September first on every fifth 
year thereafter, the Authority shall submit to the county legislature a capital projects plan for the five year peri-
od commencing January first of the following year. The plan shall set goals and objectives for capital spending 
and describe each capital project proposed to be initiated in each of the years covered by the plan. Each plan 
shall also set forth an estimate of the amount of capital funding required each year and the expected sources 
of such funding.”  

The first-five year capital program covering the years 1996 through 2000 totaling $49,571,843 was approved by the 
Albany County Legislature, in Resolution 280, adopted on September 11, 1995. There was one amendment to the five 
year capital plan for $6,605,319 approved in Resolution 251, adopted on July 13, 1998 which increased the total ap-
proved capital program to $56,177,162.  

The five-year capital plan for years 2000 through 2004 totaling $232,400,000 was approved by the Authority on Febru-
ary 7, 2000 and the Albany County Legislature in Resolution No. 39-00, adopted on February 14, 2000.  There was one 
amendment to the five year capital plan for $26,000,000, approved in Resolution No. 180, adopted on April 14, 2003, 
increasing the total amount to $258,400,000.    

The five-year capital plan for the years 2005 through 2009 totaling $264,900,000 was approved by the Authority May 3, 
2004 and the Albany County Legislature in Resolution No. 400, adopted August 9, 2004.  

The five-year capital plan for the years 2010 through 2014 totaling $139,300,000 was approved by the Authority Sep-
tember 14, 2009 and the Albany County Legislature in Resolution No. 477, adopted December 7, 2009. 

The five-year capital plan for years 2015 through 2019, totaling $120,520,000, was approved by the Authority on Sep-
tember 22 2014 and by the Albany County Legislature in Resolution No. 411, adopted on November 10, 2010.  An 
amendment to the five-year capital plan for $22,000,000, approved in Resolution No. 167, adopted on May 7, 2017, 
increased the total amount to $142,520,000.   A second amendment to the 2015-2019 five-year capital plan was ap-
proved to this 2020 through 2024 five-year capital plan that decreases the plan by $5.66 million to $136.86 and reflects 
increased spending on projects that received more than previously anticipated levels of federal and state grant funding.  

The five-year capital plan presented for the years 2020 through 2024 provides for potential projects totaling 
$180,000,000. The projects included represent the Authority's estimate of the numerous potential airport developments 
which could occur during the next five years. The estimates are based upon the best case scenario for variable eco-
nomic and aviation industry conditions during the five-year plan period.  A description of each project is included herein. 
Some of these projects are contingent upon the future realization of currently potential increases in airport passenger 
traffic and/or airport tenant activities.  Therefore, the actual initiation and projected timing for each project could be al-
tered and the project may not actually be initiated during the five-year plan.  Factors that could cause increases in activ-
ities at the Airport include introduction of one or more new commercial carriers, leasing property to new aeronautical 
tenants, and improvements in the regional and national economies. 

The potential funding sources represent the Authority's current estimate of those projects which are eligible for federal 
funding and the related New York State share thereof. As of this date, the total amount of Federal entitlement or discre-
tionary funding will be made available to the Authority during this five-year period is not known. The remaining projects, 
if they are initiated, will be funded by Authority resources, either from airport capital funds or from the issuance of Au-
thority debt. 

Many of the projects are dependent on future growth in passengers, cargo and general aviation usage of the Airport 
and the related support facilities and equipment needed to meet that growth. Also, many of these projects are depend-
ent on their eligibility for available Federal and State funding, or on the ability of the Authority to issue indebtedness. 
The actual time for starting each project is dependent upon this growth and availability of funding.

The total effect any Capital Program will have on future operating budgets is evaluated at the time a specific project is 
authorized by the Authority to be started, unless a project is mandated for safety or health purposes.  All other projects 
are undertaken based on a cost-benefit analysis.   

 

CAPITAL DEVELOPMENT 

The Airline Use and Lease Agreement, in place January 1, 2016, provides for annual capital expenditure.  

The 2016 agreement provides initially for $3,000,000 annually adjusted by the same percentage as the annual in-
crease, or decrease, in non-airline revenues.  Any amount not currently utilized is carried forward by the Authority for 
use in subsequent years.  In the current Airline Use and Lease Agreement, the amount funded during 2016 was fixed at 
$3.0 million, in subsequent years the amount will be increased by the percentage growth in non-airline revenues over 
airline revenues.  In Budget 2024, $3,987,919 is used for project capital funding.

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AIRLINES RATES AND CHARGES SUMMARY 

 

The Airline Use and Lease Agreement (ULA) that began on January 1, 2016 continues to recognize that the Airlines 
and the Authority are working together to provide adequate facilities at the Airport and to provide appropriate accommo-
dations for the public using the Airport without creating an unreasonable financial burden on the airlines or the Authori-
ty.  This goal is achieved through a “revenue sharing” relationship in which both the signatory airlines and the Authority 
“share” in the successful financial performance of the Airport.  This ULA had a five year term with an expiration date of 
December 31, 2020, and included one five year option period.  Due to the COVID-19 pandemic that began in March 
2020, this five year renewal term was modified to a three one-year renewal terms (2021, 2022, 2023) followed by one 
two-year (2024-2025) option term. 

The revenue sharing formula in the Airline Use and Lease Agreement includes the following key elements: 

 A residual landing fee rate for the airfield cost center using passenger airline and cargo carrier landed weight 
as a divisor.  Certain revenue items are credited in the rate calculation to lower the overall requirement of the 
airfield.  Included among those offsets are interest earnings, FBO commercial net revenues and all revenues 
from non-signatory airlines.   

 An aircraft apron fee rate is based upon ten percent of the total landing fee requirement; divided by number of 
total square foot of apron space.  

 A commercial compensatory terminal rental rate for the terminal cost center, using rentable square feet as the 
divisor.  Space occupied by the airlines or other tenants is paid for directly by a terminal rental charge. 

 A loading bridge fee charge is implemented based on annual capital charges, capital charge coverage, any 
required reserves, and operating and maintenance expenses incurred. 

 A formula for revenue sharing at 50/50 with the signatory airlines based on remaining Airport funds in excess 
of the total requirements of all cost centers.  The signatory airlines’ share is credited back to airlines in the 
subsequent year. 

 

COST CENTERS AND ALLOCATIONS 

The expense budget under the New Agreement includes seven direct cost centers (airfield, terminal, loading bridges, 
parking, landside, FBO commercial aviation, and FBO general aviation and facilities) and seven indirect costs centers 
(ARFF, operations, security, vehicle/equipment maintenance, AvPorts administration, Million Air administration, and 
Authority administration).  The expenses for four of the indirect costs centers (which exclude administration) are allocat-
ed to the direct costs centers based on an analysis of the staff hours worked and the budgeted costs within each indi-
rect cost center.  After those indirect costs are allocated to the direct cost centers, administration is allocated based on 
the total actual direct and indirect costs for each direct cost center. The allocation percentages for 2024 are set forth in 
the operating expenses allocation summary the Budget Overview section.  The allocation rates will be reviewed and 
potentially revised at the end of 2024 to reflect the actual operations and maintenance for all of the facilities. 

 

NON-SIGNATORY RATES - Airlines that are not signatory to the Agreement are charged the lesser of the compensato-
ry rate for the airfield or 1.25 times the signatory rate 

 

PER USE TERMINAL FEE - Low-Volume Air Carriers that are not signatory will be charged a per use terminal fee.  The 
Per Use Terminal Fee shall be calculated by dividing the sum of the estimated total annual aircraft apron Fees, terminal 
rentals and equipment charges, by the total number of enplaned passengers at the Airport in the preceding year, and 
multiplying that quotient by one hundred twenty-five percent (125%).

REVENUE SHARING  - Over the three year term (2021-2023), with extensions, of the Airline Use and Lease Agree-
ment, 50% of all Airport revenues in excess of the total requirements of all cost centers in each fiscal year is 
“transferred” as a credit.  

 

COST PER ENPLANEMENT - One measure of the total revenues received by the Authority from the airlines is the Air-
port cost per enplanement (CPE).  The CPE is presented with two components. 

 

 The Airport CPE represents the net cost incurred by the commercial airlines based on their regular operations 
at the Airport.   

  

 The FBO CPE represents the additional cost incurred by the airlines for into-plane, fuel farm, and deicing ser-
vices; services usually provided by fixed based operators but at Albany International Airport are provided by 
the Authority.

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CAPITAL DEVELOPMENTS BY THE AUTHORITY 

 

On July 17, 1996, ground was broken for construcƟon 
of a new air‐cargo building  in the northeast quadrant 
of  the  airport  as  the  first  step  in  consolidaƟng  the 
present  and  developing  the  future  air‐cargo  capacity 
for  the  Airport.    The  $11  million  cargo  facility  and 
related  airfield  and  landside  improvements  were 
financed  by  Airport  Revenue  Bonds.    This  facility 
opened  in  October  1998  and  is  under  a  long‐term 
lease agreement with AviaƟon FaciliƟes Company, Inc. 
(AFCO).   

On October 3, 1996, ground was broken for the Termi‐
nal Improvement Project (TIP).  The TIP consisted of a 
new  terminal and other  faciliƟes  to  replace  the 1959 
terminal  and  was  designed  to  accommodate  future 
demands  for  approximately  1.5  million  annual  en‐
planements.    The  TIP  was  substanƟally  complete  on 
October 1, 1998. 

In February 1997, the Authority issued $96,305,000 of 
Airport Revenue Bonds to finance the TIP and certain 
capital  improvement projects  iniƟated by  the County 
prior to the creaƟon of the Authority. 

In  December  1997,  the  Dormitory  Authority  of  the 
State of New York issued $41,395,000 of State Service 
Contract Revenue Bonds for the purposes of financing, 
construcƟon,  reconstrucƟon,  improvements,  recondi‐
Ɵoning  and  preservaƟon  of  the  Airport  or  aviaƟon 
capital  projects  at  the  Airport.    The  Revenue  Bonds 
were  secured  by  a  service  contract  under  which  the 
State of New York agreed to pay the annual principal 
and  interest  payments.    The  Revenue  Bonds  are  not 
debt  of  the  Airport  Authority  nor  is  the  Airport  Au‐
thority liable thereon. 

Proceeds  totaling  $40  million  were  used  by  the  Au‐
thority toward the cost of construcƟng the new termi‐
nal building, a connecƟng bridge and a parking garage 
at  the  Airport.    The  Authority  allocated  $20  million 
each towards the cost of the terminal and the garage. 

The  Authority maintains  a  Federal  InspecƟon  StaƟon 
to  process  regular  scheduled  internaƟonal  flights 
together with other general aviaƟon and internaƟonal 
cargo flights. 

On June 7, 1998, airline operaƟons began  in the new 
terminal  facility  and  demoliƟon  began  on  the  1959 
structure. 

 

 

 

In  July  1998,  the  Authority,  through  the  New  York 
State  Environmental  FaciliƟes  CorporaƟon  (EFC)  re‐
ceived $7.5 million Series A bonds to finance the total 
construcƟon  of  a  new  glycol  wastewater  treatment 
system.    In  July  1999,  the  loan  was  replaced  by 
$7,895,303 bonds  issued by  the EFC with  interest  on 
the first $3 million 100% subsidized and the remaining 
$4.5  million  50%  subsidized  by  the  New  York  State 
Water PolluƟon Control Revolving Fund.  

On December 1, 1998, the Authority sold two Airport 
Revenue Bond  issues  totaling  $30,695,000  to  finance 
two capital projects: 

The 1998 B (non‐AMT) issue totaling $18,455,000 
was sold to finance in part the construcƟon of 
a  new  1,600‐space  parking  garage.  The  gar‐
age  parƟally  opened  in  December  1998  for 
use by short‐term visitors  to  the Airport and 
the  balance  used  for  long‐term  parking  was 
opened in February 1999. 

The 1998 C (AMT) issue totaling $12,240,000 was 
sold  to  finance  the  construcƟon  of  the  new 
50,500  square  foot  air  cargo  building  which 
was opened during October 1998  for use by 
Airborne Express, Federal Express and United 
Parcel Service.  

In  March  1999,  operaƟons  began  in  the  newly  con‐
structed air traffic control tower located in the north‐
east  quadrant  of  the  airport.    DemoliƟon  also  began 
on  the old  control  tower  to provide addiƟonal  apron 
area for use by the airlines. 

In  April  2000,  construcƟon  was  completed  for  the 
addiƟon of approximately 16,000 square feet of termi‐
nal  space  including  ƟckeƟng,  baggage  make  up  and 
hold rooms to accommodate the arrival of Southwest 
Airlines which began service May 7, 2000.   This addi‐
Ɵon was principally financed through the receipt of a 
$6 million grant from the State of New York. 

In May  2000,  construcƟon  of  874  space  remote  sur‐
face  parking  lot  was  completed  at  the  southeast 
quadrant  of  airport  property  to  accommodate  the 
addiƟonal  parking  required  by  the  increase  in  en‐
planements  as  a  result  of  the  addiƟon  of  Southwest 
Airlines. 

In  July 2000,  the Authority,  through the EFC, entered 
into a ten year $2,374,936 Series B loan agreement  
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CAPITAL DEVELOPMENTS BY THE AUTHORITY, cont. 

 

with  the  New  York  State  Water  PolluƟon  Control 
Revolving Fund to finance the construcƟon of a glycol 
filtraƟon polishing facility.  The interest thereon is fiŌy 
percent  subsidized  by  the  New  York  State  Water 
PolluƟon Control Revolving Fund.  

In  November  2000,  a  parking  garage  expansion  was 
opened  to  accommodate  307  parking  spaces  for  the 
rental  car  operators  and  400  addiƟonal  spaces  for 
public parking. 

In December  2000,  the Authority  issued $14,500,000 
of Airport Revenue Bonds to finance the construcƟon 
that began in 2001 of a New York State Police Execu‐
Ɵve Hangar to consolidate the State’s current aircraŌ 
and maintenance support faciliƟes, which were locat‐
ed  in  two  widely  separated  hangars  on  the  airfield.  
The new facility completed in 2002 consists of approx‐
imately  84,630  square  feet  of  hangar,  maintenance 
support,  office  space,  and  includes  all  the  necessary 
mechanical,  electrical,  plumbing,  fire,  security,  and 
energy management  systems;  crane  and hoist  equip‐
ment  and  other  support  equipment  for  aircraŌ 
maintenance;  and  office  furnishings.    Landscaping, 
parking  lot,  and  security  fence  to  secure  the  leased 
area also were provided.   The Authority and the Divi‐
sion of New York State Police entered into a thirty (30) 
year Land and Facility Lease Agreement effecƟve April 
1,  2000.    These  Airport  revenue  payments  are  suffi‐
cient  to  amorƟze  the  debt  service  payments  for  this 
Bond  issue  plus  any  other  related  costs  incurred  by 
the Authority. 

In  2001,  the  Authority  began  construcƟon  of  a  new 
ARFF facility and general aviaƟon T‐Hangars.   

In 2001, the Authority also obtained final FAA and all 
other required approvals for the extension of Runway 
10‐28 from 6,000 to 7,200 feet.  ConstrucƟon began in 
2002.      This  project  also  included  extending  taxiway 
“C” and related hold apron and service road improve‐
ments.    The  runway  was  completed  and  opened  in 
August 2003.   

In July 2001, the Authority acquired a 9½ acre Industri‐
al  Park  with  four  warehouse  type  buildings  totaling 
27,500  square  feet.    In 2002,  renovaƟons were  com‐
pleted and the ground support  faciliƟes  for American 
Airlines, US Airways, plus Lansing Flight Support were 
relocated from the old belly‐freight building.    In addi‐
Ɵon, KME Fire Apparatus leased one building to which  

 

 

an addiƟon was added to support their requirements.   

In  2002,  construcƟon was  completed  on  a  10‐bay  T‐
Hangar  facility,  a  self‐service  fueling  facility,  and  a 
neighboring  Ɵe‐down  area  for  use  by  the  general 
aviaƟon community.  ConstrucƟon began on a second 
T‐Hangar building to provide 10 more T‐Hangar units.  
This  construcƟon was  completed  in  2003.      All  units 
are leased. 

An  extension  to  the  remote  parking  lot  “E”  began  in 
2002  which  will  nearly  double  the  capacity  to  2,000 
plus  public  parking  spaces.    As  a  result  of  several 
adjoining land acquisiƟons, expansion work conƟnued 
into 2004. 

During 2003, the Airport received Federal support for 
the complete  rehabilitaƟon of  the primary  runway 1‐
19  including  the  complete  replacement  of  centerline 
lighƟng.    The  work  was  completed  in  2003.      Also 
during  2003,  the  Airport  received  all  necessary  ap‐
provals to begin extension of the primary runway 1‐19 
from 7,200 to 8,500 feet.  The work was completed in 
2006. 

During 2003, the Authority was granted $2.3 million of 
State  funds  through  the  support  of  State  Senator 
Joseph Bruno to acquire and install two over‐the‐wing 
loading bridges  for  Southwest Airlines.   Albany  Inter‐
naƟonal  Airport  was  the  first  airport  in  the  United 
States to have two such bridges in operaƟon. 

In  June 2003,  the Authority sold $8,855,000 of Series 
2003A  Airport  Revenue  Bonds  to  pay  the  costs  of 
various  land,  hangars  and  equipment  acquisiƟons, 
apron  and  runway  expansions,  taxiway,  runway  and 
hangar  rehabilitaƟons,  certain  terminal  expansions, 
and leasehold improvements. 

In March  2004,  the  Authority,  through  the  NYS  EFC, 
issued $388,316 of Airport Revenue Bonds  to finance 
the construcƟon of sanitary sewer and water improve‐
ments in the Airport Industrial Park. 

Other  major  projects  completed  in  2004  included 
finalizing renovaƟons to the terminal to accommodate 
TSA security personnel and to provide space for their 
passenger  screening  and  baggage  inspecƟon  opera‐
Ɵons.   ConstrucƟon started in 2004 on the main Run‐
way 1‐19 extension from 7,200 to 8,500 feet and was 
completed  in  2006  together  with  related  navigaƟon 
aids and taxiways.  Remote parking was expanded by  
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CAPITAL DEVELOPMENTS BY THE AUTHORITY, cont. 

 

approximately 700 addiƟonal spaces to accommodate 
an  ever‐increasing  demand  for  on‐airport  parking.  
Also a new US Postal facility was opened.  

In 2005,  the Authority  acquired  the on‐airport  assets 
of the former FBO ($3.0 million).  With this acquisiƟon 
the  Authority  assumed  responsibility  for  managing 
and  operaƟng  the  FBO.  The  Authority  operates  the 
FBO  under  the  franchise  trade  name  “Million  Air”.  
That same year the  Authority also acquired an office 
building and two warehouses  for  lease and 400 addi‐
Ɵonal  remote  surface  parking  spaces  ($2.4  million).   
Also  in  2005,  the Authority  completed  a  $2.8 million 
aircraŌ engine  run‐up aƩenuaƟon  facility  to enhance 
the containment of noise from the Airport.   

In  June  2006,  the  Authority  issued  $14,230,000  of 
bonds  to  provide  funds  for  various  land,  hangar, 
equipment acquisiƟons, hangar rehabilitaƟons, certain 
terminal renovaƟons, uƟlity  improvements, and park‐
ing expansions. 

In December 2006, the Authority issued $6,330,000 of 
bonds to provide funds for construcƟon of the 42,800 
square foot AviaƟon Service and Maintenance Facility 
which was completed in late 2007. 

In 2008 the Authority completed construcƟon of  two 
general  aviaƟon  T‐Hangars,  installaƟon  of  two  addi‐
Ɵonal  escalators  in  the  terminal  and  installaƟon  of 
new touch down lighƟng improvements that preserve 
and enhance aeronauƟcal safety during nighƫme, low
‐visibility, winter and other  inclement weather condi‐
Ɵons  for  all  aircraŌ  operaƟons  by  allowing  landing 
with half‐mile rather than three‐quarter mile visibility 
condiƟons. 

During  2009  the  Authority  conƟnued  the  Latham 
Water  Towers  Runway  10‐28  obstrucƟon  relocaƟon.  
The  Authority  also  undertook  a  rehabilitaƟon  of  an 
exisƟng hangar,  lighƟng energy upgrades  in  the park‐
ing garage, and several smaller projects involving roof 
replacement,  terminal  improvements  and  improve‐
ments in landside buildings.   

In  2010  major  renovaƟons  of  six  terminal  food  and 
beverage  concession  areas  that  began  in  2009  were 
completed  at  a  cost  of  approximately  $3.0  million 
which  was  fully  funded  by  the  concessionaire.    Re‐
placement  of  all  parking  garage  lighƟng  with  more 
energy efficient lights at a cost of $156,000 was com 

 

 

pleted with the aid of a $54,300 grant.  RehabilitaƟon 
of  the  taxiways  and  ramps  for  $2,826,000;  construc‐
Ɵon of a new entry and exit to the remote parking lot 
providing for addiƟonal and interstate highway access 
at a cost of $363,300; expansion of glycol storage and 
replacement of the Type I glycol proporƟoning system 
at an esƟmated  total design and construcƟon cost of 
$339,000. 

Projects  completed  in  2011  include  a  parking  garage 
rehabilitaƟon project at a cost of $896,000, a passen‐
ger  jet  bridge  replacement  project  with  a  cost  of 
$581,000, an automated entry and exit staƟon  in the 
economy parking lot at a cost of $336,274 the reloca‐
Ɵon  and  upgrade  of  the  Authority  operated  retail 
store  (DepARTures)  in  the  Terminal  at  a  cost  of 
$281,000. 

The compleƟon of the Runway 28 obstrucƟon remov‐
al, which involved relocaƟon of a municipal water tank 
at  a  cost  of  $11,187,000  was  completed  in  2012.  
Other projects completed in 2012 included the Termi‐
nal  Floor  replacement    at  a  cost  of  $821,400  and  a 
Semi‐inline  Baggage  Screening  Project  with  a  cost  of 
$1.1 million.   

During 2013 projects completed  included Glycol Stor‐
age  &  Processing  Improvements  to  add  a  new  2.5 
million gallon storage  tank.   During 2013 a project  to 
upgrade  the  Electrical  Vault  at  a  cost  of  $1.3 million 
was  advanced  along  with  the  rehabilitaƟon  of  the 
AdministraƟon Building ($1.7 million).  

In  2014  construcƟon  began  to  add  a  new  Runway 
FricƟon  Material  Building  at  a  cost  of  $2.4  million; 
upgrade  of  an  exisƟng  commercial  AircraŌ  Mainte‐
nance,  Repair  and Overhaul  Facility;  construct  a  new 
hangar at a cost of $4.3 million and Rehabilitate Run‐
way  1‐19  at  a  cost  of  $4.72  million.    These  projects 
were completed by the close of 2015. 

During  the 2009‐2014 Capital  Plan  the Authority  also 
purchased  approximately  $5  million  in  major  equip‐
ment  including  items  such as  two fire  trucks,  runway 
snow blowers,  runway brooms,  shuƩle busses,  street 
sweepers, and other heavy equipment. 

During 2015 projects to provide a new terminal roof at 
a cost of $1.5 million and the Terminal Baggage Room 
RenovaƟon at $1.5 and Glycol Storage and Processing 
improvements for $1.1 million were iniƟated then  
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CAPITAL DEVELOPMENTS BY THE AUTHORITY, cont. 

 

completed in 2016. 

During  2016  a  $3.4  million  passenger  loading  bridge 
replacement  and  renovaƟon project  and $1.4 million 
Fiber OpƟc replacement project were iniƟated. 

During  2017  a  $3.4  million  passenger  loading  bridge 
replacement  and  renovaƟon project  and $1.4 million 
Fiber  OpƟc  replacement  project  were  completed.  
Also  in  2017  a  $4.4 million Runway 01‐19  Edge  Light 
LighƟng System Replacement and a $4.2 million phase 
2 passenger loading bridge replacements and renova‐
Ɵon were iniƟated. 

During 2018 the Airport started a $1.9 million escala‐
tor  replacement  project  in  the  Terminal  and  author‐
ized  another  $1.0  million  passenger  loading  bridge 
replacement  and  numerous  smaller  projects  under 
$1.0 million.   

Most  significantly  in 2018  the Airport was awarded a 
$22.1 million grant  to provide a porƟon of  the  funds 
for a $42.2 million project to build an addiƟonal park‐
ing garage,  improve parking access,   provide terminal 
rehabilitaƟon and add other passenger ameniƟes.  The 
grant was  awarded  in  conjuncƟon with  a  $50 million 
State‐funded  Airport  highway  access  project  an‐
nouncement.    The  new  Highway  access  will  be  very 
beneficial  for  the Airport access to on‐airport parking 
operaƟons. 

 As  of  December  31,  2018,  the  Authority maintained 
$538.3 million  in  capital  assets  for which $271.0 mil‐
lion  in  accumulated  depreciaƟon  was  recorded  re‐
sulƟng in $237.3 million in capital assets net of depre‐
ciaƟon.  Also at December 31, 2017 the Authority had 
approximately  $94.2  million  of  outstanding  debt 
related  to  these  capital  assets, which  resulted  in  the 
Authority reporƟng $143.1 million of capital assets net 
of related debt. 

Although most  of  2019 was  consumed with  the  con‐
strucƟon of  the parking garage and the rehabilitaƟon 
of  the  airport  terminal,  there  were  other  airport 
improvement projects.  These included the installaƟon 
of LED edge lighƟng for the full length of Runway 1/19 
and Taxiway C.   Also 2019 included the installaƟon of  
new full hangar door at the FBO hangar. 

 

 

 

 

 

As  of  December  31,  2021,  the  four  (4)  passenger 
boarding  bridges  have  been  replaced,  and  the  Air‐
port’s  first Master  Plan  in  over  twenty  Years  has  be‐
gun.  In addiƟon to these the Taxiway A RehabilitaƟon 
project will is essenƟally completed. 

As of December 31, 2022 the Airport Pavement Man‐
agement  Program,  and  Terminal  Fire  Alarm  Replace‐
ment, Hangar 1 Sprinkler, and the Taxiway A projects 
have all been completed.   Also  in 2022, Parking Lot C 
was reverted back into an aircraŌ apron. 

As  of  December  31,  2023  the  RehabilitaƟon  of  Rwy 
10/28,  replacement  of  Terminal  Escalators  #22  and 
#23, replacement of roof on Bldg. #109 (FBO), and the 
design  of  Terminal  Concourse  A  have  all  have  been 
completed.    Also  in  2023,  the  airport  purchased  on 
loader ($369,000) and one sweeper ($580,635). 

As  of  December  31,  2024  the  Airport  Master  Plan, 
Building #303 (Air Traffic Control Tower), Cargo Apron 
RehabilitaƟon, the Perimeter Gate and Fence Replace‐
ment,  and  Airfield  LighƟng  Control  projects  all  have 
been  completed.    Also  in  2024,  the  ALB  purchased 
various  rolling  equipment  in  the  amount  of 
$1,066,700.   
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Accrual Basis ‐ Basis of accounƟng which aƩempts to record financial transacƟons in the period they actually occur 
rather than the period paid or received. 
 
AdministraƟve Expenses ‐ One of the main expense categories and includes the following:  memberships, subscrip‐
Ɵons, travel, educaƟon, and economic development. 
 
AircraŌ OperaƟon ‐ Considered either a landing or take‐off of an aircraŌ. 
 
Airfield OperaƟons Area (AOA) ‐ Generally considered the restricted area within the security fence surrounding an 
airport which is reserved for aircraŌ and related operaƟons.  This includes the landing area and ramp area, and other 
faciliƟes supporƟng the acƟvity of military, general aviaƟon and commercial aircraŌ. 
 
Airfield Revenues ‐ One of six operaƟng revenue categories which include landing fees, glycol disposal fees, apron 
fee, and the control tower rental fees. 
 
Airline Use and Lease Agreement (Agreement) ‐ An agreement with one or more airlines seƫng forth the rights of 
the airlines for their use of the airport and the rates and charges they will pay. 
 
Airline Revenues ‐ Landing fee revenues, loading bridge revenues, apron fees, and terminal rental revenues. 
 
Airport Revenue Bonds ‐ Bonds payable from Airport revenues which do not pledge the full faith and credit of the 
issuer. 
 
Airport Security Plan (ASP) – A federal requirement for security at the Airport. 
 
Ambassador Program – A program comprised of volunteers that are tasked with providing excellent customer ser‐
vice through offering  friendly and accurate assistance about airport services and faciliƟes, as well as offering flight 
assistance and tourism informaƟon in a friendly and welcoming manner that meets and exceeds passenger and visi‐
tor expectaƟons. 
 
Apron ‐ A secƟon of the ramp area closest to the terminal building used for parking of aircraŌ and support vehicles 
used for loading and unloading of aircraŌ. 
 
ARFF ‐ Airport Rescue and Fire FighƟng, the on‐airport unit responsible for airfield emergencies and fire fighƟng. 
 
Authority ‐ Albany County Airport Authority, a body corporate and poliƟc, consƟtuƟng a public benefit corporaƟon 
established and exisƟng pursuant to the Albany County Airport Act enacted by Chapter 686 of the laws of 1993 and 
set forth in Title 32 of the New York Public AuthoriƟes Law. 
 
Automated External Defibrillator (AED) ‐ A portable automaƟc device used to restore normal heart rhythm to peo‐
ple who are in cardiac arrest.  
 
Biochemical Oxygen Demand or Biological Oxygen Demand (BOD)  A chemical procedure for determining how fast 
biological organisms use up oxygen in a body of water.  It is used in water quality management and assessment, ecol‐
ogy and environmental science.  BOD is not an accurate quanƟtaƟve test, although it could be considered as an indi‐
caƟon of the quality of a water source.  BOD can be used as a gauge of the effecƟveness of wastewater treatment 
plants. 
 
Cargo ‐ Anything other than passengers, carried for hire, including both mail and freight. 
 
Capital Improvement Program  (CIP)  ‐ A five year program  for  regularly undertaking  improvements  to maintain or 
revitalize the infrastructure and faciliƟes of the airport.   The program serves as a basis for determining funding re‐
quirements and other operaƟonal planning decisions. 
 
C Index ‐ FAA regulaƟon that dictates a certain number of vehicles to maintain the Airport. 
 
COLA ‐ Cost of living adjustment 
 
Concessionaire ‐ A person or company having a lease, contract or operaƟng permit arrangement with the Authority 
enƟtling them to do business on the airport. 
 
Concession Revenue ‐ One of six operaƟng revenue categories which include terminal concessions, adverƟsing, and 
the business center. 
 
Cost Centers  ‐ FuncƟonal areas or acƟviƟes of  the Airport grouped together  for  the purpose of accounƟng for ex‐
penses. 

GLOSSARY 
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Cost Per Enplanement (CPE) ‐ A unit of measurement used to present the airlines’ cost of each enplaned passenger.  
The total airline revenues paid to the airport are divided by the number of passenger enplanements to calculate the 
cost per enplanement. 
 
County ‐ County of Albany, home of the City of Albany; the state capital of New York. 
 
Disadvantaged Business Enterprise Program (DBE) – Program required by Congress as a condiƟon of receiving feder‐
al funds. 
 
Debt Service ‐ The amount  required  for  the accrual and payment of principal,  interest, and premiums,  if any, and 
other  fees and amounts associated with all  series of Bonds and  Indebtedness,  as  set  forth  in any ResoluƟon(s) or 
other financing documents(s) of the County or Authority.   
 
Debt Service Coverage ‐ An amount equal to Airport Net Revenues divided by Net Debt Service. 
 
Debt Service Reserve Fund ‐ Any fund(s) established by the Authority for monies necessary to saƟsfy any Debt Ser‐
vice Reserve Requirement established in any ResoluƟon(s) or other financing document(s) of the County or Authority 
generally equal to the highest annual amount due in the remaining years of the debt issue. 
 
Debt Service Reserve Requirement ‐ Requirement, if any, for the Debt Service Reserve Funds for all series of Bonds 
or other indebtedness. 
 
Deplanement ‐ A passenger deparƟng an aircraŌ at the Albany InternaƟonal Airport. 
 
Enplanement ‐ A paid passenger boarding an aircraŌ at the Albany InternaƟonal Airport. 
 
Federal AviaƟon AdministraƟon (FAA) ‐ The government agency responsible for air safety and operaƟon of the air 
traffic control system. 
 
FAA RegulaƟon Part 139  ‐  This  regulaƟon establishes  the  requirement  for  airports  servicing  scheduled  air  carrier 
operaƟons in aircraŌ with 10–30 seats and provides airport cerƟficaƟon status, class and ARFF Index to assist air car‐
riers. 
 
FAA RegulaƟon Part 150 ‐ This regulaƟon establishes a uniform naƟonwide system of describing aircraŌ noise and 
noise exposure on different  communiƟes, describes  land‐use  compaƟbility  for  the guidance of  local  communiƟes, 
and  provides  technical  assistance  to  airport  operators  and  other  governmental  agencies  to  prepare  and  execute 
noise compaƟbility planning. 
 
Federal InspecƟon StaƟon Facility (FIS)  ‐ The facility used as  the Federal  InspecƟon StaƟon for United States Cus‐
toms and ImmigraƟon. 
 
Fixed Base Operator (FBO) ‐ A fixed based operator provides aircraŌ fueling, deicing and maintenance for the gen‐
eral aviaƟon customers. 
 
FBO Revenue ‐ One of six operaƟng revenue categories which include the sale of fuel for aircraŌs, landing fees for 
the general aviaƟon populaƟon, deicing of aircraŌs, and other miscellaneous  fees  for  the general aviaƟon popula‐
Ɵon. 
Fuel Farm ‐ Operated by Million Air and used to store fuel for the airlines and retail general aviaƟon sales. 
 
GAAP ‐ General Accepted AccounƟng Principals are uniform minimum standards and guidelines for accounƟng and 
financial statement reporƟng. 
 
GASB  ‐  Governmental AccounƟng  Standards  Board,  the body  responsible  for  establishing GAAP  for  governmental 
enƟƟes. 
 
Glycol Containment System ‐ The system designed to contain and transfer all snow and rain contaminated by Propyl‐
ene Glycol used to deice an aircraŌ during the winter season. 
 
Ground TransportaƟon Revenues ‐ One of six operaƟng revenue categories which includes airport parking revenues 
and access fees from limousines, hotels/motels, taxies, and off airport parking faciliƟes.   
 
InternaƟonal Passengers ‐ Passengers flying into or out of Albany InternaƟonal Airport with an origin or desƟnaƟon 
outside the 50 states and all U.S. territories. 
 
Into‐plane Fees – Revenue generated based on fuel pumped for the commercial airlines. 
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Landing Fee Revenues ‐ Revenues collected from commercial aircraŌ landings. 
 
Loading Bridge ‐ Equipment used to board and deplane passengers between the terminal building and the aircraŌ. 
 
Low‐Volume Air Carrier ‐  A Non‐Signatory Airline with seven or fewer scheduled revenue flights deparƟng from the 
Airport with an aggregate of no more than 700 deparƟng passenger seats each calendar week. 
  
Materials and Supplies Expense  ‐ One of the main expense categories which include materials and sup‐
plies purchased for airfield, ARFF, FBO, buildings, grounds, and vehicles and equipment. 
 
Maximum Gross Landed Weight (MGLW) ‐ Actual gross weight of a parƟcular plane.  The weights for all 
aircraŌ are published by the FAA. 
 
NaƟonal Air TransportaƟon AssociaƟon (NATA)  ‐ OrganizaƟon that promotes safety and the success of 
aviaƟon service businesses through its advocacy efforts before government, the media and the public as 
well as providing valuable programs and forums to further its members prosperity. 
 
Non‐Capital Equipment  ‐  Equipment,  under  $50,000,  not  covered  under  the  Capital  Improvement  Pro‐
gram, included within the operaƟng budget. 
 
Non‐Signatory Airline ‐ An airline or carrier who did not execute the airline use and lease agreement with 
the Authority. 
 
Non‐OperaƟng Revenues ‐ Revenues which are generated from passenger facility charges, improvement 
charges and interest income. 
 
OccupaƟonal Safety and Health AdministraƟon (OSHA) Reportable Incidents – An incident is reportable 
if it meets any of the following criteria: fatality, hospitalizaƟon, amputaƟon and/or loss of an eye. 
 
Office Expense  ‐ One of  the main  expenses  that  includes office equipment  rental,  agreements,  and  re‐
pairs;  computer  system support, maintenance, and agreements; office  furniture and fixtures; and other 
supplies required to run normal acƟvity in the administraƟve offices. 
 
OperaƟng Revenue  ‐  Revenues which are  generated  from  the daily operaƟons of  the  airport which  in‐
clude  the  revenues  from Airfield,  Fixed  Based Operator,  Terminal,  Ground  TransportaƟon,  Concessions 
and Other Airport. 
 
Other Airport Revenue ‐ One of the six operaƟng revenue categories which include land and building rent‐
al of off‐airport property owned by the airport, T hangar and Ɵe down  rentals, uƟliƟes and miscellaneous 
items. 
 
OperaƟng and Maintenance Reserve Requirement  ‐ The requirement of  the ResoluƟon(s) and other fi‐
nance document(s) of  the Authority  that a  reserve can be created and maintained sufficient  to pay not 
less than two months of budgeted operaƟng and maintenance expenses. 
 
Over‐ the‐Wing (OTW) ‐ The  loading bridge aƩaches to the rear door of the plane over the wing of the 
plane to enplane passengers. 
 
Passenger Facility Charges (PFC) ‐ A $4.50 per passenger surcharge collected by the airlines and forward‐
ed to the Authority to pay for Airport capital projects or to be applied to the Airport’s required debt ser‐
vice payments as approved by the Federal AviaƟon AdministraƟon. 
 
Personnel Services ‐ One of the main expense categories which includes all wages, salaries and benefits. 
 
Per Use Terminal Fee ‐ A fee paid by a Low‐Volume Carrier for use of the Airport Apron, Terminal and Equipment as 
provided for in the Signatory Airline Agreement. 
 
Purchased Services ‐ One of the main expense categories which include services purchased for accounƟng and au‐
diƟng, insurance, legal, security, refuse removal, public relaƟons, art exhibits, museum shop, adverƟsing, passenger 
informaƟon booth, special studies, engineering services, professional management and code enforcement. 
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Revenue Per Enplanement (RPE) ‐ A unit of measurement calculated by taking certain airport revenues divided by 
the number of enplanements.  
 
Signatory Airline ‐ An airline that has executed an agreement with the Authority and is charged fees in accordance 
with the Airline Use and Lease Agreement. 
 
Terminal Revenue ‐ One of the six operaƟng revenue categories which includes rental of the terminal space, loading 
bridge rentals, tenant maintenance, and uƟliƟes. 
 
TransportaƟon Security Agency (TSA)  – The Department of Homeland Security  responsible  for protecƟng  the Na‐
Ɵon’s transportaƟon systems (including airports) to ensure freedom of movement for people and commerce. 
 
UƟliƟes and CommunicaƟons  ‐ One of  the major expense categories which  include electricity,  fuel,  sewer, water, 
telephone, internet, radio communicaƟons, paging services, and cable television.

HISTORY OF THE AIRPORT 

Albany  Airport,  America's First Municipal Airport 
consisted  of  an  airfield  developed  in  1909  along  the 
Hudson  River  on  what  is  now  known  as  Westerlo 
Island, in the southeastern porƟon of the City of Alba‐
ny.    At  one  Ɵme,  the  airport  was  named  QuenƟn 
Roosevelt  Field  in  memory  of  President  Theodore 
Roosevelt's son, QuenƟn, who was killed while flying in 
France during World War I.  
  
The airport played an integral role in the early history 
of  American  aviaƟon when Glen H.  CurƟss  flew  from 
Albany  to  New  York  City  on  May  29,  1910.    This 
achievement,  which  was  the  first  sustained  flight 
between  two major American  ciƟes,  opened  the way 
to  airmail  and  passenger  flights,  and  thus  the  estab‐
lishment of  commercial  aviaƟon  in  this  country.    It  is 
noteworthy  that  Charles  Lindberg  landed his  Spirit of 
St. Louis at QuenƟn  Roosevelt  Field  on  July  27,  1927 
following his compleƟon of the first nonstop solo flight 
from New York to Paris. 
 
Shortly  before  Lindbergh's  landing  at  Albany,  plans 
were being considered to relocate the airfield to  land 
owned by  the Watervliet  Shakers  in what  is  now  the 
Town of  Colonie.    Eventually,  the Airport was moved 
to  its current  locaƟon and officially opened as Albany 
Municipal  Airport  on  October  1,  1928,  giving  it  the 
disƟncƟon of being America's first municipal airport. 
Albany Municipal Airport was owned and operated by 
the  City  of  Albany  unƟl  1960.    At  that  Ɵme,  the  city 
determined  that  it  could  no  longer  afford  to  finance 
the  airport,  and  ulƟmately  sold  the  facility  to  Albany 
County for $4,437,000.   The County embarked on the 
construcƟon of a terminal building in 1959.  The termi‐
nal opened in 1962 and was regarded as the beginning 
of a new era for the airport. 
 
ConstrucƟon  of  a  second  terminal  building,  offering 
the first enclosed  jet ways at the Airport, was started 
in  1979  and  completed  in  1982;  as  was  the  last  of 
several  runway  extensions  which  lengthened  the 
original  3,000  foot  and  4,000  foot  runways  to  6,000 
and 7,200 feet, respecƟvely.  The airport then was able 
to rouƟnely handle large aircraŌ including 727s, 737s, 
and DC‐9s.  Through the years many presidents, either 
as candidates or in office, have visited Albany Airport.  
These  include Franklin D. Roosevelt,  John F. Kennedy, 
Richard  Nixon,  William  J.  Clinton,  and  Barack  H. 
Obama.    In  November  1994,  and  September  2009, 
2011  and  2012  the  President  of  the  United  States 
visited Albany traveling on Air Force I, a 747 aircraŌ. 
  
 
 

 
 
The  progressive  growth  and  development  of  Albany 
County Airport  has  also been evidenced by  the num‐
ber  of  airlines  operaƟng  out  of  Albany.    When  the 
main  terminal  opened  in  the  early  1960s,  the  airport 
was  served  by  only  four  carriers.    Over  the  next  35 
years,  passenger  levels  increased  from  400,000  in 
1964 to over 2.1 million in 1994.  In 1994, Albany was 
served by eight commercial airlines and six commuter 
carriers.  Currently Albany is served by five commercial 
airlines and 17 commuter carriers. 
 
ALBANY AIRPORT AUTHORITY CREATED 
The  Authority  was  created  in  1993  pursuant  to  the 
Albany  County  Airport  Authority  Act,  Title  8,  as 
amended, of the State of New York Public AuthoriƟes 
Law  (Act).    The  County  of  Albany  (County)  and  the 
Authority  entered  into  a  permanent  Airport  Lease 
Agreement  dated  December  5,  1995,  which  became 
effecƟve  May  16,  1996  following  approval  by  the 
Federal AviaƟon AdministraƟon (FAA)  for the transfer 
of  the  sponsorship of  the Airport  from  the County  to 
the Authority.  Under the lease agreement, for a term 
expiring December 31, 2049, the County leases to the 
Authority  the  Airport,  including  all  lands,  buildings, 
structures,  and  easements,  right  of  access,  and  all 
other  privileges  and  appurtenances  pertaining  to  the 
Airport.  The  Airport  is  a  body  corporate  and  poliƟc 
consƟtuƟng  a  public  benefit  corporaƟon  established 
and  exisƟng  pursuant  to  the  Act.    The  State  created 
the Authority in order to promote the strengthening of 
and improvements to the Airport and to facilitate the 
financing  and  construcƟon  of  the  iniƟal  Terminal 
Improvement  Project  (TIP),  other  subsequent  capital 
improvement plans, and give the Authority the power 
to operate, maintain and improve the Airport.  
 
On March 15, 1994, the County transferred net assets 
equal to $46,824,500 from the County to the Authori‐
ty. 
 
In  March  1998  the  airport  was  renamed  the  Albany 
InternaƟonal  Airport  in  recogniƟon  of  past  and  pro‐
jected  increased  acƟvity  at  the  airport  and  to  recog‐
nize  the  presence  of  the  Federal  InspecƟon  Services 
operated  by  the U.S.  Customs  and  Border  ProtecƟon 
Agency. 
 
Under  a  subsequent  amendment  to  the  Agreement 
dated  June  29,  2005,  the  Authority  leases  two  addi‐
Ɵonal parcels totaling approximately 3.4 acres that the 
Authority  developed  for  addiƟonal  parking.    The  Au‐
thority  paid  the  County  as  of  that  date  $478,500  as 
consideraƟon.
